(TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 10

SEC. 8008. During the current fiscal year, cash bal-11

ances in working capital funds of the Department of De-12

fense established pursuant to section 2208 of title 10, 13

United States Code, may be maintained in only such 14

amounts as are necessary at any time for cash disburse-15

ments to be made from such funds: Provided, That trans-16

fers may be made between such funds: Provided further, 17

That transfers may be made between working capital 18

funds and the ‘‘Foreign Currency Fluctuations, Defense’’ 19

appropriation and the ‘‘Operation and Maintenance’’ ap-20

propriation accounts in such amounts as may be deter-21

mined by the Secretary of Defense, with the approval of 22

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Islands and freely associated states of Micronesia, pursu-1

ant to the Compact of Free Association as authorized by 2

Public Law 99–239: Provided further, That upon a deter-3

mination by the Secretary of the Army that such action 4

is beneficial for graduate medical education programs con-5

ducted at Army medical facilities located in Hawaii, the 6

ical services at such facilities and transportation to such 8

facilities, on a nonreimbursable basis, for civilian patients 9

from American Samoa, the Commonwealth of the North-10

ern Mariana Islands, the Marshall Islands, the Federated 11

States of Micronesia, Palau, and Guam.

None of the funds appropriated by this 9

Act shall be available for the basic pay and allowances of 10

any member of the Army participating as a full-time stu-11

dent and receiving benefits paid by the Secretary of Vet-12

erans Affairs from the Department of Defense Education 13

Benefits Fund when time spent as a full-time student is 14

credited toward completion of a service commitment: Pro-15

vided, That this section shall not apply to those members 16

who have reenlisted with this option prior to October 1, 17

1987: Provided further, That this section applies only to 18

active components of the Army.

SEC. 8017. None of the funds available to the De-9

partment of Defense may be used to demilitarize or dis-10

pose of M–1 Carbines, M–1 Garand rifles, M–14 rifles, 11

.22 caliber rifles, .30 caliber rifles, or M–1911 pistols, or 12

to demilitarize or destroy small arms ammunition or am-13

munition components that are not otherwise prohibited 14

from commercial sale under Federal law, unless the small 15

arms ammunition or ammunition components are certified 16

by the Secretary of the Army or designee as unserviceable, 17

unsuitable, or unsafe for further use. 18

During the current fiscal year, the De-7

partment of Defense is authorized to incur obligations of 8

not to exceed $350,000,000 for purposes specified in sec-9

tion 2350j(c) of title 10, United States Code, in anticipa-10

tion of receipt of contributions, only from the Government 11

of Kuwait, under that section: Provided, That, upon re-12

ceipt, such contributions from the Government of Kuwait 13

shall be credited to the appropriations or fund which in-14

curred such obligations. 15

SEC. 8022. (a) Of the funds made available in this 16

Act, not less than $39,805,000 shall be available for the 17

Civil Air Patrol Corporation, of which— 18

be available until expended for the payments specified by 13

section 2921(c)(2) of that Act. 14

SEC. 8029. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision 15

of law, the Secretary of the Air Force may convey at no 16

cost to the Air Force, without consideration, to Indian 17

tribes located in the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Da-18

kota, South Dakota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and 19

Washington relocatable military housing units located at 20

Grand Forks Air Force Base, Malmstrom Air Force Base, 21

Mountain Home Air Force Base, Ellsworth Air Force 22

Base, and Minot Air Force Base that are excess to the 23

needs of the Air Force.

remain available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal 15

year 2016, or provided from any accounts in the Treasury 16

of the United States derived by the collection of fees or 17

proceeds available to the agencies funded by this Act, shall 18

be available for obligation or expenditure for programs, 19

projects, or activities through a reprogramming of funds 20

in excess of $5,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less, 21

(C) The Secretary of State, in consultation 11

with the Director of the Office of Management 12

and Budget, reviews the report required under 13

subparagraph (A) and the assessment required 14

under subparagraph (B), and certifies to the 15

to the extent that the Secretary of State certifies and re-13

ports in writing to the Committees on Appropriations, not 14

later than September 30, 2017, that such taxes have not 15

been reimbursed to the Government of the United States. 16

section (b) shall be reprogrammed for assistance for coun-22

tries which do not assess taxes on United States assistance 23

or which have an effective arrangement that is providing 24

substantial reimbursement of such taxes, and that can 25
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reasonably accommodate such assistance in a program-1

matically responsible manner. 2

(e) DETERMINATIONS.— 3

(1) The provisions of this section shall not 4

apply to any country or entity if the Secretary of 5

State reports to the Committees on Appropriations 6

(A) such country or entity does not assess 8

taxes on United States assistance or has an ef-9

fective arrangement that is providing substan-10

tial reimbursement of such taxes; or 11

(B) the foreign policy interests of the 12

value added taxes and customs duties but shall not 13

include individual income taxes assessed to local 14

staff.

with the heads of other relevant departments or agencies, 17

shall submit a report to the Committees on Appropria-18

tions, not later than 90 days after the enactment of this 19

Act, detailing steps taken by such departments or agencies 20

to comply with the requirements of this section. 21

RESERVATIONS OF FUNDS 22

SEC. 7014. (a) REPROGRAMMING.—Funds appro-23

priated under titles III through VI of this Act which are 24

specifically designated may be reprogrammed for other 25
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programs within the same account notwithstanding the 1

designation if compliance with the designation is made im-2

possible by operation of any provision of this or any other 3

Act: Provided, That any such reprogramming shall be sub-4

ject to the regular notification procedures of the Commit-5

tees on Appropriations: Provided further, That assistance 6

that is reprogrammed pursuant to this subsection shall be 7

made available under the same terms and conditions as 8

originally provided.

(b) EXTENSION OF AVAILABILITY.—In addition to 10

the authority contained in subsection (a), the original pe-11

riod of availability of funds appropriated by this Act and 12

administered by the Department of State or the United 13

States Agency for International Development (USAID) 14

that are specifically designated for particular programs or 15

activities by this or any other Act may be extended for 16

an additional fiscal year if the Secretary of State or the 17

USAID Administrator, as appropriate, determines and re-18

ports promptly to the Committees on Appropriations that 19

the termination of assistance to a country or a significant 20

change in circumstances makes it unlikely that such des-21

ignated funds can be obligated during the original period 22

of availability: Provided, That such designated funds that 23

continue to be available for an additional fiscal year shall 24

be obligated only for the purpose of such designation. 25
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(c) OTHER ACTS.—Ceilings and specifically des-1

ignated funding levels contained in this Act shall not be 2

applicable to funds or authorities appropriated or other-3

wise made available by any subsequent Act unless such 4

Act specifically so directs: Provided, That specifically des-5

ignated funding levels or minimum funding requirements 6

contained in any other Act shall not be applicable to funds 7

appropriated by this Act. 8

NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 9

SEC. 7015. (a) REPROGRAMMING OF FUNDS.—None 10

of the funds made available in titles I and II of this Act, 11

or in prior appropriations Acts to the agencies and depart-12

ments funded by this Act that remain available for obliga-13

tion or expenditure in fiscal year 2016, or provided from 14

any accounts in the Treasury of the United States derived 15

by the collection of fees or of currency reflows or other 16

offsetting collections, or made available by transfer, to the 17

agencies and departments funded by this Act, shall be 18

available for obligation or expenditure through a re-19

programming of funds that— 20

(1) creates new programs; 21

(2) eliminates a program, project, or activity; 22

(3) increases funds or personnel by any means 23

for any project or activity for which funds have been 24

denied or restricted; 25
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(4) relocates an office or employees; 1

(5) closes or opens a mission or post; 2

(6) creates, closes, reorganizes, or renames bu-3

reaus, centers, or offices; 4

(7) reorganizes programs or activities; or 5

(8) contracts out or privatizes any functions or 6

activities presently performed by Federal employees; 7

unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15 8

days in advance of such reprogramming of funds: Pro-9

vided, That unless previously justified to the Committees 10

on Appropriations, the requirements of this subsection 11

shall apply to all obligations of funds appropriated under 12

titles I and II of this Act for paragraphs (1), (2), (5), 13

and (6) of this subsection. 14

(b) LIMITATION.—None of the funds provided under 15

titles I and II of this Act, or provided under previous ap-16

propriations Acts to the agency or department funded 17

under titles I and II of this Act that remain available for 18

obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2016, or provided 19

from any accounts in the Treasury of the United States 20

derived by the collection of fees available to the agency 21

or department funded under title I of this Act, shall be 22

available for obligation or expenditure for activities, pro-23

grams, or projects through a reprogramming of funds in 24
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excess of $1,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less, 1

that— 2

(1) augments existing programs, projects, or ac-3

tivities; 4

(2) reduces by 10 percent funding for any exist-5

ing program, project, or activity, or numbers of per-6

sonnel by 10 percent as approved by Congress; or 7

(3) results from any general savings, including 8

savings from a reduction in personnel, which would 9

result in a change in existing programs, activities, or 10

projects as approved by Congress; 11

unless the Committees on Appropriations are notified 15 12

days in advance of such reprogramming of funds. 13

(c) NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENT.—None of the 14

funds made available by this Act under the headings 15

‘‘Global Health Programs’’, ‘‘Development Assistance’’, 16

‘‘International Organizations and Programs’’, ‘‘Trade and 17

Development Agency’’, ‘‘International Narcotics Control 18

and Law Enforcement’’, ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, ‘‘De-19

mocracy Fund’’, ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and 20

grams’’, ‘‘Millennium Challenge Corporation’’, ‘‘Foreign 23

None of the funds made available to carry out part I of 11

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, may be 12

obligated or expended for any country or organization if 13

the President certifies that the use of these funds by any 14

such country or organization would violate any of the 15

above provisions related to abortions and involuntary steri-16

lizations. 17

ALLOCATIONS 18

SEC. 7019. (a) REPORT TABLES.—Funds provided 19

by this Act shall be made available for programs and coun-20

tries in the amounts specifically designated in the report 21

accompanying this Act, including such amounts in the re-22

spective tables. 23

(b) LIMITED DEVIATION AUTHORITY.—For the pur-24

poses of implementing this section and only with respect 25
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to the amounts for programs and countries specifically 1

designated in the tables in the report accompanying this 2

Act, the Secretary of State, the Administrator of the 3

United States Agency for International Development, and 4

the Broadcasting Board of Governors, as appropriate, may 5

propose deviations to the amounts referenced in subsection 6

(a), subject to the regular notification procedures of the 7

Committees on Appropriations.

dent shall submit to the Committees on Appropria-18

tions a report with respect to the furnishing of such 19

assistance, including a detailed explanation of the 20

assistance to be provided, the estimated dollar 21

amount of such assistance, and an explanation of 22

how the assistance furthers United States national 23

interests. 24

(b) BILATERAL ASSISTANCE.— 25
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(1) LIMITATIONS.—Funds appropriated for bi-1

lateral assistance in titles III through VI of this Act 2

and funds appropriated under any such title in prior 3

Acts making appropriations for the Department of 4

State, foreign operations, and related programs, 5

shall not be made available to any foreign govern-6

(A) grants sanctuary from prosecution to 8

any individual or group which has committed 9

an act of international terrorism; 10

(B) otherwise supports international ter-11

(C) is controlled by an organization des-13

ignated as a terrorist organization under sec-14

tion 219 of the Immigration and Nationality 15

Act. 16

(2) WAIVER.—The President may waive the ap-17

For the purpose of titles II through VI 14

of this Act ‘‘program, project, and activity’’ shall be de-15

fined at the appropriations Act account level and shall in-16

clude all appropriations and authorizations Acts funding 17

Unless expressly provided to the contrary, 12

provisions of this or any other Act, including provisions 13

contained in prior Acts authorizing or making appropria-14

tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and 15

related programs, shall not be construed to prohibit activi-16

ties authorized by or conducted under the Peace Corps 17

Act, the Inter-American Foundation Act or the African 18

Development Foundation Act: Provided, That prior to con-19

ducting activities in a country for which assistance is pro-20

hibited, the agency shall consult with the Committees on 21

(B) for the administrative requirements of 11

the United States Government.

equivalent of the local currencies disbursed pursuant 15

to subsection (a)(2)(A) from the separate account 16

established pursuant to subsection (a)(1) are used 17

for the purposes agreed upon pursuant to subsection 18

(a)(2). 19

(4) TERMINATION OF ASSISTANCE PRO-20

GRAMS.—Upon termination of assistance to a coun-21

try under chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of 22

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (as 23

the case may be), any unencumbered balances of 24

funds which remain in a separate account estab-25
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lished pursuant to subsection (a) shall be disposed of 1

for such purposes as may be agreed to by the gov-2

ernment of that country and the United States Gov-3

ernment. 4

(5) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—The USAID 5

Administrator shall report on an annual basis as 6

part of the justification documents submitted to the 7

Committees on Appropriations on the use of local 8

currencies for the administrative requirements of the 9

United States Government as authorized in sub-10

section (a)(2)(B), and such report shall include the 11

amount of local currency (and United States dollar 12

equivalent) used or to be used for such purpose in 13

each applicable country. 14

(b) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR CASH TRANSFERS.— 15

(1) IN GENERAL.—If assistance is made avail-16

able to the government of a foreign country, under 17

chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of 18

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as cash transfer 19

assistance or as nonproject sector assistance, that 20

country shall be required to maintain such funds in 21

a separate account and not commingle with any 22

other funds.

(2) APPLICABILITY OF OTHER PROVISIONS OF 24

LAW.—Such funds may be obligated and expended 25
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notwithstanding provisions of law which are incon-1

sistent with the nature of this assistance including 2

provisions which are referenced in the Joint Explan-3

atory Statement of the Committee of Conference ac-4

companying House Joint Resolution 648 (House Re-5

port No. 98–1159).

(3) NOTIFICATION.—At least 15 days prior to 7

obligating any such cash transfer or nonproject sec-8

tor assistance, the President shall submit a notifica-9

tion through the regular notification procedures of 10

the Committees on Appropriations, which shall in-11

clude a detailed description of how the funds pro-12

posed to be made available will be used, with a dis-13

cussion of the United States interests that will be 14

served by the assistance (including, as appropriate, 15

a description of the economic policy reforms that will 16

be promoted by such assistance).

part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 and from 5

funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Eu-6

rope, Eurasia and Central Asia’’: Provided, That before 7

using the authority of this subsection to furnish assistance 8

in support of programs of nongovernmental organizations, 9

the President shall notify the Committees on Appropria-10

tions pursuant to the regular notification procedures, in-11

cluding a description of the program to be assisted, the 12

assistance to be provided, and the reasons for furnishing 13

such assistance: Provided further, That nothing in this 14

subsection shall be construed to alter any existing statu-15

tory prohibitions against abortion or involuntary steriliza-16

tions contained in this or any other Act.

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(B) documented the written results of the 1

assessment and decisions made; and 2

(2) prior to making an award after limiting 3

competition to local entities— 4

(A) each successful local entity has been 5

determined to be responsible in accordance with 6

USAID guidelines; and 7

(B) effective monitoring and evaluation 8

systems are in place to ensure that award fund-9

ing is used for its intended purposes; and 10

(3) no level of acceptable fraud is assumed. 11

(b) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—In addition to the 12

requirements of paragraph (1), the USAID Administrator 13

shall report, on an annual basis, to the appropriate con-14

gressional committees on all awards subject to limited or 15

no competition for local entities: Provided, That such re-16

port should be posted on the USAID Web site: Provided 17

further, That the requirements of this subsection shall only 18

apply to awards in excess of $3,000,000 and sole source 19

awards to local entities in excess of $2,000,000. 20

(c) EXTENSION OF PROCUREMENT AUTHORITY.— 21

Section 7077 of the Department of State, Foreign Oper-22

7029. (a) EVALUATIONS AND REPORT.—The 5

Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States 6

executive director of each international financial institu-7

tion to seek to require that such institution adopts and 8

implements a publicly available policy, including the stra-9

tegic use of peer reviews and external experts, to conduct 10

independent, in-depth evaluations of the effectiveness of 11

at least 25 percent of all loans, grants, programs, and sig-12

nificant analytical non-lending activities in advancing the 13

institution’s goals of reducing poverty and promoting equi-14

table economic growth, consistent with relevant safe-15

guards, to ensure that decisions to support such loans, 16

grants, programs, and activities are based on accurate 17

data and objective analysis: Provided, That not later than 18

180 days after enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall 19

submit a report to the Committees on Appropriations on 20

steps taken by the United States executive directors and 21

the international financial institutions consistent with this 22

subsection. 23

(b) SAFEGUARDS.—The Secretary of the Treasury 24

shall instruct the United States Executive Director of the 25
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International Bank for Reconstruction and Development 1

and the International Development Association to vote 2

against any loan, grant, policy, or strategy if such institu-3

tion has adopted and is implementing any social or envi-4

ronmental safeguard relevant to such loan, grant, policy, 5

or strategy that provides less protection than World Bank 6

safeguards in effect on September 30, 2015. 7

(c) COMPENSATION.—None of the funds appro-8

priated under title V of this Act may be made as payment 9

to any international financial institution while the United 10

States executive director to such institution is com-11

in connection with any loan, grant, policy, or strategy of 3

such institution: Provided, That prior to voting on any 4

such loan, grant, policy, or strategy the executive director 5

shall consult with the Assistant Secretary for Democracy, 6

Human Rights, and Labor, Department of State, if the 7

executive director has reason to believe that such loan, 8

grant, policy, or strategy could result in forced displace-9

ment or other violation of human rights.

flect best practices for the protection of whistleblowers 13

from retaliation, including best practices for— 14

(1) protection against retaliation for internal 15

and lawful public disclosure; 16

(4) access to independent adjudicative bodies, 20

including external arbitration; and 21

DEBT-FOR-DEVELOPMENT 1

SEC. 7030. In order to enhance the continued partici-2

pation of nongovernmental organizations in debt-for-devel-3

opment and debt-for-nature exchanges, a nongovern-4

mental organization which is a grantee or contractor of 5

the United States Agency for International Development 6

may place in interest bearing accounts local currencies 7

which accrue to that organization as a result of economic 8

assistance provided under title III of this Act and, subject 9

to the regular notification procedures of the Committees 10

on Appropriations, any interest earned on such investment 11

shall be used for the purpose for which the assistance was 12

provided to that organization.

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET TRANSPARENCY 14

SEC. 7031. (a) LIMITATION ON DIRECT GOVERN-15

(vi) the government of the recipient coun-12

try is taking steps to publicly disclose on an an-13

nual basis its national budget, to include in-14

come and expenditures; 15

(B) the recipient government is in compli-16

ance with the principles set forth in section 17

7013 of this Act; 18

(C) the recipient agency or ministry is not 19

headed or controlled by an organization des-20

ignated as a foreign terrorist organization 21

under section 219 of the Immigration and Na-22

tionality Act; 23

(D) the Government of the United States 24

and the government of the recipient country 25
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have agreed, in writing, on clear and achievable 1

objectives for the use of such assistance, which 2

should be made available on a cost-reimbursable 3

basis; and 4

(E) the recipient government is taking 5

steps to protect the rights of civil society, in-6

cluding freedoms of expression, association, and 7

assembly. 8

(2) CONSULTATION AND NOTIFICATION.—In 9

addition to the requirements in paragraph (1), no 10

funds may be made available for direct government- 11

to-government assistance without prior consultation 12

with, and notification of, the Committees on Appro-13

priations: Provided, That such notification shall con-14

tain an explanation of how the proposed activity 15

retary shall identify the significant progress made by 16

each such government to publicly disclose national 17

budget documentation, contracts, and licenses which 18

are additional to such information disclosed in pre-19

vious fiscal years, and include specific recommenda-20

tions of short- and long-term steps such government 21

should take to improve fiscal transparency: Provided 22

further, That the annual report shall include a de-23

tailed description of how funds appropriated by this 24

(4) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated under 3

title III of this Act shall be made available for pro-4

grams and activities to assist governments identified 5

pursuant to paragraph (1) to improve budget trans-6

parency and to support civil society organizations in 7

such countries that promote budget transparency: 8

Provided, That such sums shall be in addition to 9

funds otherwise made available for such purposes: 10

Provided further, That a description of the uses of 11

such funds shall be included in the annual ‘‘Fiscal 12

Transparency Report’’ required by paragraph (3). 13

(c) ANTI-KLEPTOCRACY AND HUMAN RIGHTS.— 14

(1)(A) INELIGIBILITY.—Officials of foreign gov-15

ernments and their immediate family members about 16

whom the Secretary of State has credible informa-17

tion have been involved in significant corruption, in-18

cluding corruption related to the extraction of nat-19

ural resources, or a gross violation of human rights 20

shall be ineligible for entry into the United States. 21

(B) The Secretary may also publicly or pri-22

vately designate or identify officials of foreign gov-23

ernments and their immediate family members about 24

whom the Secretary has such credible information 25
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without regard to whether the individual has applied 1

for a visa. 2

(2) EXCEPTION.—Individuals shall not be ineli-3

gible if entry into the United States would further 4

important United States law enforcement objectives 5

or is necessary to permit the United States to fulfill 6

its obligations under the United Nations Head-7

quarters Agreement: Provided, That nothing in 8

paragraph (1) shall be construed to derogate from 9

United States Government obligations under applica-10

ble international agreements.

rights concerning each of the individuals found ineli-24

(1) ASSISTANCE.—Funds appropriated by this 18

Act shall be made available to promote and support 19

transparency and accountability of expenditures and 20

revenues related to the extraction of natural re-21

sources, including by strengthening implementation 22

and monitoring of the Extractive Industries Trans-23

parency Initiative, implementing and enforcing sec-24

tion 8204 of the Food, Conservation, and Energy 25
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Act of 2008 (Public Law 110–246; 122 Stat. 2052) 1

and to prevent the sale of conflict diamonds, and 2

provide technical assistance to promote independent 3

audit mechanisms and support civil society partici-4

pation in natural resource management. 5

(2) UNITED STATES POLICY.— 6

(A) The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-7

form the management of the international fi-8

nancial institutions, and post on the Depart-9

ment of the Treasury Web site, that it is the 10

(A) not less than $312,963,000 for Africa; 9

(B) not less than $157,423,000 for the 10

East Asia and the Pacific region; 11

(C) not less than $193,244,000 for Europe 12

and Eurasia; 13

(D) not less than $409,316,000 for the 14

Near East region; 15

(E) not less than $627,944,000 for South 16

and Central Asia; and 17

(F) not less than $480,526,000 for the 18

Western Hemisphere. 19

(2) Of the funds appropriated by this Act not 20

less than $25,000,000 shall be made available for 21

democracy programs in countries experiencing polit-22

ical, ethnic, racial, religious, or other instability or 23

conflict, or emerging from conflict, including Sri 24

Lanka and Nepal, which shall be administered by 25
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the United States chief of mission in such countries: 1

Provided, That the Secretary of State shall consult 2

with the Committees on Appropriations prior to obli-3

gating funds for such purpose. 4

(b) AUTHORITY.—Funds made available by this Act 5

for democracy programs may be made available notwith-6

standing any other provision of law, and with regard to 7

the National Endowment for Democracy (NED), any reg-8

ulation. 9

(c) DEFINITION OF DEMOCRACY PROGRAMS.—For 10

purposes of funds appropriated by this Act, the term ‘‘de-11

mocracy programs’’ means programs that support good 12

governance, credible and competitive elections, freedom of 13

expression, association, assembly, and religion, human 14

rights, labor rights, independent media, and the rule of 15

law, and that otherwise strengthen the capacity of demo-16

cratic political parties, governments, nongovernmental or-17

ganizations and institutions, and citizens to support the 18

development of democratic states, and institutions that are 19

responsive and accountable to citizens. 20

(d) RESTRICTION ON PRIOR APPROVAL.—With re-21

spect to the provision of assistance for democracy pro-22

grams in this Act, the organizations implementing such 23

assistance, the specific nature of that assistance, and the 24

participants in such programs shall not be subject to the 25
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prior approval by the government of any foreign country: 1

Provided, That the Secretary of State, in coordination 2

with the Administrator of the United States Agency for 3

International Development (USAID), shall report to the 4

Committees on Appropriations, not later than 120 days 5

after enactment of this Act, detailing steps taken by the 6

Department of State and USAID to comply with the re-7

quirements of this subsection. 8

(e) PRIORITIZATION OF FUNDING MECHANISMS.— 9

Democracy programs implemented by funds made avail-10

able by this Act shall be designed to have grants and coop-11

erative agreements as the primary delivery mechanisms 12

for such programs: Provided, That not later than 60 days 13

after enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State and 14

USAID Administrator shall each submit a report to the 15

Committees on Appropriations detailing the steps to be 16

taken by the Department of State and USAID to comply 17

with the requirements of this subsection: Provided further, 18

That for contracts to be used to implement such programs 19

with funds made available by this Act that exceed 20

$1,000,000, the Secretary of State and USAID Adminis-21

trator, as appropriate, shall submit to the Committees on 22

Appropriations a justification for the use of such mecha-23

nisms on a case-by-case basis and before Requests for Pro-24

posals are released. 25

(2) TRAINING.—Not later than 90 days after 17

enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall 18

update and submit to the Committees on Appropria-19

tions the report required by section 2141(c) of the 20

ADVANCE Democracy Act of 2007 (title XXI of 21

Public Law 110–53; 22 U.S.C. 8241): Provided, 22

That such report shall also include the total number 23

of democracy and human rights officers, including 24

Democracy Liaison Officers and other positions with 25
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responsibility for democracy and human rights re-1

lated issues and programs, at the Department of 2

State and USAID for calendar years 2013, 2014, 3

and 2015. 4

(g) NONDEMOCRATIC AND DEMOCRATIC 5

TRANSITIONING COUNTRIES.— 6

(1) DEMOCRACY STRATEGIC REVIEWS AND AS-7

SESSMENTS.—Prior to the obligation of funds made 8

available for Department of State and USAID de-9

mocracy programs in a nondemocratic or democratic 10

transitioning country, the Under Secretary for Civil-11

ian Security, Democracy and Human Rights, De-12

partment of State, in consultation with other rel-13

evant officials at the Department of State and 14

USAID, including the Director of the Center of Ex-15

cellence on Democracy, Human Rights, and Govern-16

ance, USAID, shall review and assess the annual 17

country strategy required by section 2111(c)(1) of 18

2016 and subsequent fiscal years. 15

under the heading ‘‘Diplomatic and Consular Programs’’, 24

not less than $5,000,000 shall be made available for the 25
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Office of the Ambassador-at-Large for International Reli-1

gious Freedom, and not less than $1,000,000 shall be 2

made available for the Special Envoy to Promote Religious 3

Freedom in the Near East and South Central Asia, includ-4

ing for support staff. 5

(b) ASSISTANCE.— 6

(1) INTERNATIONAL RELIGIOUS FREEDOM PRO-7

GRAMS.—Of the funds appropriated by this Act 8

under the heading ‘‘Democracy Fund’’ and available 9

for the Human Rights and Democracy Fund 10

(HRDF), not less than $10,000,000 shall be made 11

available for international religious freedom pro-12

grams: Provided, That the Ambassador-at-Large for 13

International Religious Freedom shall consult with 14

the Committees on Appropriations on the uses of 15

such funds.

in USAID funding over the previous five years: Provided, 14

That departments or centers of such educational institu-15

tions may be considered individually in determining such 16

eligibility. 17

(r) DEFINITIONS.— 18

(1) Unless otherwise defined in this Act, for 19

purposes of this Act the term ‘‘appropriate congres-20

sional committees’’ shall mean the Committees on 21

Appropriations and Foreign Relations of the Senate 22

and the Committees on Appropriations and Foreign 23

Affairs of the House of Representatives. 24
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(2) Unless otherwise defined in this Act, for 1

purposes of this Act the term ‘‘funds appropriated 2

in this Act and prior Acts making appropriations for 3

the Department of State, foreign operations, and re-4

lated programs’’ shall mean funds that remain avail-5

able for obligation, and have not expired. 6

(3) For the purposes of this Act ‘‘international 7

financial institutions’’ shall mean the International 8

Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the 9

International Development Association, the Inter-10

national Finance Corporation, the Inter-American 11

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(5) For purposes of this Act, the term ‘‘best 1

practices’’ for the protection of whistleblowers means 2

practices that are implemented consistent with terms 3

specified in international conventions or adopted by 4

international organizations such as the Organization 5

of Economic Cooperation and Development and the 6

Organization of American States.

ARAB LEAGUE BOYCOTT OF ISRAEL 15

SEC. 7035. It is the sense of Congress that— 16

(1) the Arab League boycott of Israel, and the 17

secondary boycott of American firms that have com-18

mercial ties with Israel, is an impediment to peace 19

in the region and to United States investment and 20

trade in the Middle East and North Africa; 21

(2) the Arab League boycott, which was regret-22

tably reinstated in 1997, should be immediately and 23

publicly terminated, and the Central Office for the 24

Boycott of Israel immediately disbanded; 25
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(3) all Arab League states should normalize re-1

lations with their neighbor Israel; 2

(4) the President and the Secretary of State 3

should continue to vigorously oppose the Arab 4

League boycott of Israel and find concrete steps to 5

demonstrate that opposition by, for example, taking 6

into consideration the participation of any recipient 7

country in the boycott when determining to sell 8

weapons to said country; and 9

(5) the President should report to Congress an-10

nually on specific steps being taken by the United 11

States to encourage Arab League states to normalize 12

their relations with Israel to bring about the termi-13

nation of the Arab League boycott of Israel, includ-14

ing those to encourage allies and trading partners of 15

the United States to enact laws prohibiting busi-16

nesses from complying with the boycott and penal-17

izing businesses that do comply. 18

PALESTINIAN STATEHOOD 19

SEC. 7036. (a) LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE.—None 20

of the funds appropriated under titles III through VI of 21

this Act may be provided to support a Palestinian state 22

unless the Secretary of State determines and certifies to 23

the appropriate congressional committees that— 24
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(1) the governing entity of a new Palestinian 1

state— 2

(A) has demonstrated a firm commitment 3

to peaceful co-existence with the State of Israel; 4

and 5

(B) is taking appropriate measures to 6

counter terrorism and terrorist financing in the 7

West Bank and Gaza, including the dismantling 8

of terrorist infrastructures, and is cooperating 9

with appropriate Israeli and other appropriate 10

security organizations; and 11

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 12

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 13

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-14

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 15

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 16

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 17

context of full and normal relationships, which 18

should include— 19

(A) termination of all claims or states of 20

belligerency; 21

(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 22

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 23

independence of every state in the area through 24
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measures including the establishment of demili-1

tarized zones; 2

(C) their right to live in peace within se-3

cure and recognized boundaries free from 4

threats or acts of force; 5

(D) freedom of navigation through inter-6

national waterways in the area; and 7

(E) a framework for achieving a just set-8

tlement of the refugee problem. 9

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Con-10

gress that the governing entity should enact a constitution 11

assuring the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and 12

respect for human rights for its citizens, and should enact 13

other laws and regulations assuring transparent and ac-14

countable governance. 15

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection 16

(a) if the President determines that it is important to the 17

national security interest of the United States to do so. 18

(d) EXEMPTION.—The restriction in subsection (a) 19

shall not apply to assistance intended to help reform the 20

Palestinian Authority and affiliated institutions, or the 21

governing entity, in order to help meet the requirements 22

of subsection (a), consistent with the provisions of section 23

7040 of this Act (‘‘Limitation on Assistance for the Pales-24

tinian Authority’’). 25
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RESTRICTIONS CONCERNING THE PALESTINIAN 1

AUTHORITY 2

SEC. 7037. None of the funds appropriated under ti-3

tles II through VI of this Act may be obligated or ex-4

pended to create in any part of Jerusalem a new office 5

of any department or agency of the United States Govern-6

ment for the purpose of conducting official United States 7

Government business with the Palestinian Authority over 8

Gaza and Jericho or any successor Palestinian governing 9

entity provided for in the Israel-PLO Declaration of Prin-10

ciples: Provided, That this restriction shall not apply to 11

the acquisition of additional space for the existing Con-12

sulate General in Jerusalem: Provided further, That meet-13

ings between officers and employees of the United States 14

and officials of the Palestinian Authority, or any successor 15

Palestinian governing entity provided for in the Israel- 16

PLO Declaration of Principles, for the purpose of con-17

ducting official United States Government business with 18

such authority should continue to take place in locations 19

other than Jerusalem: Provided further, That as has been 20

true in the past, officers and employees of the United 21

States Government may continue to meet in Jerusalem on 22

other subjects with Palestinians (including those who now 23

occupy positions in the Palestinian Authority), have social 24

contacts, and have incidental discussions. 25
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PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO THE PALESTINIAN 1

SEC. 7038. None of the funds appropriated or other-3

wise made available by this Act may be used to provide 4

equipment, technical support, consulting services, or any 5

other form of assistance to the Palestinian Broadcasting 6

Corporation. 7

ASSISTANCE FOR THE WEST BANK AND GAZA 8

SEC. 7039. (a) OVERSIGHT.—For fiscal year 2016, 9

30 days prior to the initial obligation of funds for the bi-10

lateral West Bank and Gaza Program, the Secretary of 11

State shall certify to the Committees on Appropriations 12

that procedures have been established to assure the Comp-13

troller General of the United States will have access to 14

appropriate United States financial information in order 15

to review the uses of United States assistance for the Pro-16

gram funded under the heading ‘‘Economic Support 17

Fund’’ for the West Bank and Gaza. 18

(b) VETTING.—Prior to the obligation of funds ap-19

(f) NOTIFICATION PROCEDURES.—Funds made 16

available in this Act for West Bank and Gaza shall be 17

subject to the regular notification procedures of the Com-18

mittees on Appropriations. 19

(g) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after enact-20

ment of this Act, the Secretary of State shall submit a 21

report to the Committees on Appropriations updating the 22

report contained in section 2106 of chapter 2 of title II 23

of the Emergency Supplemental Appropriations Act for 24

(2) REPORTS.— 15

retary of the Treasury should instruct the United 4

States executive director of each international finan-5

Israel as a permanent agenda item: Provided, That such 14

report shall include a description of the national interest 15

served and a description of steps taken to remove Israel 16

as a permanent agenda item: Provided further, That the 17

Secretary of State shall report to the Committees on Ap-18

propriations not later than September 30, 2016, on the 19

resolutions considered in the United Nations Human 20

Rights Council during the previous 12 months, and on 21

steps taken to remove Israel as a permanent agenda item. 22

(d) UNITED NATIONS RELIEF AND WORKS AGEN-23

CY.—The Secretary of State shall submit a report in writ-24

ing to the Committees on Appropriations not less than 45 25
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days after enactment of this Act on whether the United 1

Nations Relief and Works Agency (UNRWA) is— 2

(1) utilizing Operations Support Officers in the 3

West Bank, Gaza, and other fields of operation to 4

Department of State on actions it has taken to en-22

sure conformance with such conditions; 23

(5) taking steps to ensure the content of all 24

educational materials currently taught in UNRWA- 25
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administered schools and summer camps is con-1

sistent with the values of human rights, dignity, and 2

tolerance and does not induce incitement; 3

(6) not engaging in operations with financial in-4

stitutions or related entities in violation of relevant 5

United States law, and is taking steps to improve 6

the financial transparency of the organization; and 7

(7) in compliance with the United Nations 8

Board of Auditors’ biennial audit requirements and 9

is implementing in a timely fashion the Board’s rec-10

ommendations. 11

(e) UNITED NATIONS CAPITAL MASTER PLAN.— 12

None of the funds made available in this Act may be used 13

for the design, renovation, or construction of the United 14

Nations Headquarters in New York. 15

INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCES 6

Chief of Mission: Provided, That such aircraft may 4

be used to transport, on a reimbursable or non-reim-5

bursable basis, Federal and non-Federal personnel 6

supporting Department of State and USAID pro-7

grams and activities: Provided further, That official 8

travel for other agencies for other purposes may be 9

supported on a reimbursable basis, or without reim-10

bursement when traveling on a space available basis: 11

Provided further, That funds received by the Depart-12

ment of State for the use of aircraft owned, leased, 13

or chartered by the Department of State may be 14

credited to the Department Working Capital Fund 15

and shall be available for expenses related to the 16

purchase, lease, maintenance, chartering, or oper-17

ation of such aircraft. 18

(2) The requirement and authorities of this 19

subsection shall only apply to aircraft, the primary 20

purpose of which is the transportation of personnel.

tember 30, 2015’’. 5

LANDMINES AND CLUSTER MUNITIONS 6

SEC. 7054. (a) LANDMINES.—Notwithstanding any 7

other provision of law, demining equipment available to 8

the United States Agency for International Development 9

and the Department of State and used in support of the 10

clearance of landmines and unexploded ordnance for hu-11

manitarian purposes may be disposed of on a grant basis 12

in foreign countries, subject to such terms and conditions 13

as the Secretary of State may prescribe. 14

(b) CLUSTER MUNITIONS.—No military assistance 15

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 5

SEC. 7057. (a) AUTHORITY.—Up to $93,000,000 of 6

the funds made available in title III of this Act pursuant 7

to or to carry out the provisions of part I of the Foreign 8

Assistance Act of 1961, including funds appropriated 9

under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eurasia and 10

Central Asia’’, may be used by the United States Agency 11

for International Development (USAID) to hire and em-12

ploy individuals in the United States and overseas on a 13

limited appointment basis pursuant to the authority of 14

sections 308 and 309 of the Foreign Service Act of 1980.
