(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1902 of the Social Secu-4

rity Act (42 U.S.C. 1396a) is amended— 5

(1) in subsection (a)— 6

(A) by striking ‘‘and’’ at the end of para-7

graph (82); 8
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(B) by striking the period at the end of 1

paragraph (83) and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 2

(C) by inserting after paragraph (83) the 3

following new paragraph: 4

‘‘(84) provide that— 5

‘‘(A) the State shall not terminate eligi-6

bility for medical assistance under the State 7

plan for an individual who is an eligible juvenile 8

(as defined in subsection (nn)(2)) because the 9

juvenile is an inmate of a public institution (as 10

defined in subsection (nn)(3)), but may suspend 11

coverage during the period the juvenile is such 12

an inmate; 13

‘‘(B) in the case of an individual who is an 14

eligible juvenile described in paragraph (2)(A) 15

of subsection (nn), the State shall, prior to the 16

individual’s release from such a public institu-17

tion, conduct a redetermination of eligibility for 18

such individual with respect to such medical as-19

sistance (without requiring a new application 20

from the individual) and, if the State deter-21

mines pursuant to such redetermination that 22

the individual continues to meet the eligibility 23

requirements for such medical assistance, the 24

State shall restore coverage for such medical 25
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assistance to such an individual upon the indi-1

vidual’s release from such public institution; 2

and 3

‘‘(C) in the case of an individual who is an 4

eligible juvenile described in paragraph (2)(B) 5

of subsection (nn), the State shall process any 6

application for medical assistance submitted by, 7

or on behalf of, such individual such that the 8

State makes a determination of eligibility for 9

such individual with respect to such medical as-10

sistance upon release of such individual from 11

such public institution.’’; and 12

(2) by adding at the end the following new sub-13

section: 14

‘‘(nn) JUVENILE; ELIGIBLE JUVENILE; PUBLIC IN-15

STITUTION.—For purposes of subsection (a)(84) and this 16

subsection: 17

‘‘(1) JUVENILE.—The term ‘juvenile’ means an 18

individual who is— 19

‘‘(A) under 21 years of age; or 20

‘‘(B) described in subsection 21

(a)(10)(A)(i)(IX). 22

‘‘(2) ELIGIBLE JUVENILE.—The term ‘eligible 23

juvenile’ means a juvenile who is an inmate of a 24

public institution and who— 25
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‘‘(A) was determined eligible for medical 1

assistance under the State plan immediately be-2

fore becoming an inmate of such a public insti-3

tution; or 4

‘‘(B) is determined eligible for such med-5

ical assistance while an inmate of a public insti-6

tution. 7

‘‘(3) INMATE OF A PUBLIC INSTITUTION.—The 8

term ‘inmate of a public institution’ has the meaning 9

given such term for purposes of applying the sub-10

division (A) following paragraph (29) of section 11

1905(a), taking into account the exception in such 12

subdivision for a patient of a medical institution.’’. 13

(b) NO CHANGE IN EXCLUSION FROM MEDICAL AS-14

SISTANCE FOR INMATES OF PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS.— 15

Nothing in this section shall be construed as changing the 16

exclusion from medical assistance under the subdivision 17

(A) following paragraph (29) of section 1905(a) of the So-18

cial Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396d(a)), including any ap-19

plicable restrictions on a State submitting claims for Fed-20

eral financial participation under title XIX of such Act 21

for such assistance. 22

(c) NO CHANGE IN CONTINUITY OF ELIGIBILITY BE-23

FORE ADJUDICATION OR SENTENCING.—Nothing in this 24

section shall be construed to mandate, encourage, or sug-25
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gest that a State suspend or terminate coverage for indi-1

viduals before they have been adjudicated or sentenced. 2

(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-4

graph (2), the amendments made by subsection (a) 5

shall apply to eligibility of juveniles who become in-6

mates of public institutions on or after the date that 7

is 1 year after the date of the enactment of this Act. 8

(2) RULE FOR CHANGES REQUIRING STATE 9

LEGISLATION.—In the case of a State plan for med-10

ical assistance under title XIX of the Social Security 11

Act which the Secretary of Health and Human Serv-12

ices determines requires State legislation (other than 13

legislation appropriating funds) in order for the plan 14

to meet the additional requirements imposed by the 15

amendments made by subsection (a), the State plan 16

shall not be regarded as failing to comply with the 17

requirements of such title solely on the basis of its 18

failure to meet these additional requirements before 19

the first day of the first calendar quarter beginning 20

after the close of the first regular session of the 21

State legislature that begins after the date of the en-22

actment of this Act. For purposes of the previous 23

sentence, in the case of a State that has a 2-year 24

legislative session, each year of such session shall be 25
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deemed to be a separate regular session of the State 1

legislature. 2

for former foster youth up to age 26; and 6

awareness among such youth regarding Med-8

icaid coverage options for such youth; and 9

(2) which shall include examples of States that 10

have successfully extended Medicaid coverage to 11

former foster youth up to age 26. 12

‘‘(ii) have in effect a registration or 19

waiver under section 303(g) of the Con-20

trolled Substances Act for purposes of dis-21

pensing narcotic drugs to individuals for 22

maintenance treatment or detoxification 23

treatment and are in compliance with any 24

regulation promulgated by the Assistant 25
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Secretary for Mental Health and Sub-1

stance Use for purposes of carrying out 2

the requirements of such section 303(g); 3

and 4

‘‘(iii) are qualified under applicable 5

State law to provide substance use disorder 6

treatment or recovery services. 7

‘‘(D) Improved reimbursement for and ex-8

pansion of, through the provision of education, 9

training, and technical assistance, the number 10

or treatment capacity of providers participating 11

under the State plan (or waiver) that have the 12

qualifications to address the treatment or recov-13

ery needs of— 14

‘‘(i) individuals enrolled under the 15

State plan (or a waiver of such plan) who 16

have neonatal abstinence syndrome, in ac-17

cordance with guidelines issued by the 18

American Academy of Pediatrics and 19

American College of Obstetricians and 20

Gynecologists relating to maternal care 21

and infant care with respect to neonatal 22

abstinence syndrome; 23

‘‘(ii) pregnant women, postpartum 24

women, and infants, particularly the con-25
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current treatment, as appropriate, and 1

comprehensive case management of preg-2

nant women, postpartum women and in-3

fants, enrolled under the State plan (or a 4

waiver of such plan); 5

‘‘(iii) adolescents and young adults be-6

tween the ages of 12 and 21 enrolled 7

under the State plan (or a waiver of such 8

plan); or 9

‘‘(iv) American Indian and Alaska Na-10

tive individuals enrolled under the State 11

plan (or a waiver of such plan). 12

‘‘(3) PLANNING GRANTS.— 13

State to determine the extent to which pro-20

viders are needed (including the types of 21

such providers and geographic area of 22

need) to improve the network of providers 23

following: 2

‘‘(I) An estimate of the number 3

of individuals enrolled under the State 4

plan (or a waiver of such plan) who 5

have a substance use disorder. 6

‘‘(II) Information on the capacity 7

of providers to provide substance use 8

disorder treatment or recovery serv-9

ices to individuals enrolled under the 10

State plan (or waiver), including in-11

formation on providers who provide 12

such services and their participation 13

under the State plan (or waiver). 14

‘‘(III) Information on the gap in 15

substance use disorder treatment or 16

recovery services under the State plan 17

(or waiver) based on the information 18

described in subclauses (I) and (II). 19

‘‘(IV) Projections regarding the 20

extent to which the State partici-21

pating under the demonstration 22

project would increase the number of 23

providers offering substance use dis-24

order treatment or recovery services 25
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under the State plan (or waiver) dur-1

ing the period of the demonstration 2

project. 3

‘‘(ii) Activities that, taking into ac-4

count the results of the assessment de-5

scribed in clause (i), support the develop-6

ment of State infrastructure to, with re-7

spect to the provision of substance use dis-8

order treatment or recovery services under 9

the State plan (or a waiver of such plan), 10

recruit prospective providers and provide 11

training and technical assistance to such 12

providers. 13

‘‘(D) FUNDING.—For purposes of subpara-14

graph (A), there is appropriated, out of any 15

funds in the Treasury not otherwise appro-16

priated, $50,000,000, to remain available until 17

expended. 18

‘‘(ii) CONSULTATION.—In completing 21

an application under clause (i), a State 22

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ficiary advocates, and include in such ap-1

plication a description of such consultation. 2

‘‘(5) PAYMENT.— 3

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—For each quarter oc-4

curring during the period for which the dem-5

onstration project is conducted (after the first 6

18 months of such period), the Secretary shall 7

pay under this subsection, subject to subpara-8

graph (C), to each State selected under para-9

graph (4) an amount equal to 80 percent of so 10

much of the qualified sums expended during 11

such quarter.

may not also be made under subsection (a) with 7

respect to expenditures for the same services so 8

furnished.

UALS.—Under the program, the State identifies, in 14

accordance with subsection (c), individuals enrolled 15

under the State plan (or waiver of the State plan) 16

who are at-risk beneficiaries. 17

‘‘(2) ELEMENTS OF PROGRAM.— 18

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Under the program, 19

the State, with respect to each individual identi-20

fied under paragraph (1) and enrolled under 21

the program under paragraph (5)— 22

‘‘(i) subject to subparagraphs (B) and 23

(C), selects at least one, but not more than 24

three, health care providers and at least 25

one, but not more than three, pharmacies 26
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for each such individual for purposes of 1

clause (ii), in accordance with a selection 2

process that takes into account reasonable 3

factors such as the individual’s previous 4

utilization of items and services from 5

health care providers and pharmacies, geo-6

graphic proximity of the individual to such 7

by a State pursuant to section 1915(a)(2) be-15

fore the date of the enactment of this section, 16

such program shall be treated as a qualified 17

drug management program. 18

‘‘(E) REASONABLE ACCESS.—The program 19

shall ensure, including through waiver of ele-20

ments of the program (including under sub-21

paragraph (A)(ii)), reasonable access to health 22

care (including access to health care providers 23

and pharmacies with respect to prescription 24

drugs described in subparagraph (A)) in the 25
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case of individuals with multiple residences, in 1

the case of natural disasters and similar situa-2

tions, and in the case of the provision of emer-3

gency services (as defined for purposes of sec-4

tion 1860D–4(c)(5)(D)(ii)(II)). 5

‘‘(3) NOTIFICATION TO IDENTIFIED INDIVID-6

UALS.—Under the program, the State provides each 7

individual who is identified under paragraph (1), 8

prior to enrolling such individual under the program, 9

at least one notification of each of the following: 10

‘‘(A) Notice that the State has identified 11

the individual as potentially being an at-risk 12

beneficiary for abuse or misuse of a controlled 13

substance. 14

‘‘(B) The name, address, and contact in-15

formation of each health care provider and 16

pharmacy that may be selected for the indi-17

vidual under paragraph (2)(A). 18

‘‘(C) Information describing all State and 19

Federal public health resources that are de-20

signed to address such abuse or misuse to 21

which the individual has access, including men-22

tal health services, substance use disorder and 23

recovery services, and other counseling services. 24
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‘‘(D) Notice of, and information about, the 1

right of the individual to— 2

‘‘(i) submit preferences of the indi-3

vidual for health care providers and phar-4

macies to be selected under paragraph 5

(2)(A), including as described in paragraph 6

(2)(B); 7

‘‘(ii) appeal under paragraph (4)— 8

‘‘(I) such identification described 9

in subparagraph (A); and 10

‘‘(II) the selection of health care 11

providers and pharmacies under para-12

graph (2)(A). 13

‘‘(E) An explanation of the meaning and 14

consequences of the identification of the indi-15

vidual as potentially being an at-risk beneficiary 16

for abuse or misuse of a controlled substance, 17

including an explanation of the program. 18

‘‘(F) Information, including a contact list 19

and clear instructions, that explain how the in-20

dividual can contact the appropriate entities ad-21

ministering the program in order to submit 22

preferences described in paragraph (2)(B) and 23

any other communications relating to the pro-24

gram.

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‘‘(4) APPEALS PROCESS.—Under the program, 1

the State provides for an appeals process under 2

vider or pharmacy under paragraph (2)(A); 8

State initially enrolls individuals who are identified 4

under paragraph (1) in the program for a 12-month 5

period— 6

‘‘(A) in the case of such an individual who 7

does not submit an appeal under paragraph (4) 8

within the period applied by the State pursuant 9

to subparagraph (C) of such paragraph, begin-10

ning on the day after the last day of such pe-11

to treat addiction to methamphetamine, crack co-10

caine, other types of cocaine, heroin, opioids, and 11

other commonly abused drugs.

A qualified prescription drug monitoring program de-9

scribed in this subsection, with respect to a State, may 10

have in place, in accordance with applicable State and 11

Federal law, a data sharing agreement with the State 12

Medicaid program that allows the medical director and 13

pharmacy director of such program (and any designee of 14

such a director who reports directly to such director) to 15

access the information described in paragraph (1) in an 16

electronic format. The State Medicaid program under this 17

title may facilitate reasonable and limited access, as deter-18

mined by the State and ensuring documented beneficiary 19

protections regarding the use of such data, to such quali-20

fied prescription drug monitoring program for the medical 21

director or pharmacy director of any managed care entity 22

(as defined under section 1932(a)(1)(B)) that has a con-23

tract with the State under section 1903(m) or under sec-24

tion 1905(t)(3), or the medical director or pharmacy direc-25
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tor of any entity has a contract to manage the pharma-1

ceutical benefit with respect to individuals enrolled in the 2

State plan (or waiver of the State plan). All applicable 3

State and Federal security and privacy laws shall apply 4

to the directors or designees of such directors of any State 5

Medicaid program or entity accessing a qualified prescrip-6

tion drug monitoring program under this section. 7

‘‘(c) APPLICATION OF PRIVACY RULES CLARIFICA-8

TION.—The Secretary shall clarify privacy requirements, 9

including requirements under the regulations promulgated 10

(including the duration of such supplies), 2

and the period of validity of such prescrip-3

tions, in different populations (such as in-4

dividuals who are elderly, individuals with 5

disabilities, and individuals who are en-6

rolled under both this title and title 7

XVIII). 8

‘‘(C) Whether or not the State requires 9

(and a detailed explanation as to why the State 10

does or does not require) pharmacists to check 11

the prescription drug history of a covered indi-12

vidual through a qualified drug management 13

program before dispensing a controlled sub-14

stance to such individual. 15

‘‘(2) REPORT BY CMS.—Not later than October 16

1, 2023, the Administrator of the Centers for Medi-17

care & Medicaid Services shall publish on the pub-18

licly available website of the Centers for Medicare & 19

Medicaid Services a report including the following 20

information: 21

‘‘(A) Guidance for States on how States 22

can increase the percentage of covered providers 23

who use qualified prescription drug monitoring 24

programs described in subsection (b).

centage or Federal matching rate that would otherwise 10

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than January 1, 2019, 23

tration for the treatment of opioid addiction and 17

other therapies that manage chronic and acute pain 18

and treat and minimize risk of opioid addiction, in-19

cluding recommendations on changes to the Medi-20

care prospective payment system for hospital inpa-21

tient department services under section 1886(d) of 22

such Act (42 U.S.C. 1395ww(d)) and the Medicare 23

prospective payment system for hospital outpatient 24

department services under section 1833(t) of such 25
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Act (42 U.S.C. 1395l(t)) that would allow for sepa-1

rate payment for such therapies, if medically appro-2

priate and if necessary to encourage development 3

and adoption of such therapies. 4

(2) Recommendations for payment and service 5

delivery models to be tested by the Center for Medi-6

care and Medicaid Innovation and other federally 7

authorized demonstration projects, including value- 8

based models, that may encourage the use of appro-9

priate medication-assisted treatment approved by the 10

Food and Drug Administration for the treatment of 11

opioid addiction and other therapies that manage 12

chronic and acute pain and treat and minimize risk 13

of opioid addiction.

(c) STAKEHOLDER MEETINGS.— 13

PROGRAM.— 16

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than January 1, 17

2021, the Secretary shall implement a 4-year dem-18

onstration program under this title (in this section 19

referred to as the ‘Program’) to increase access of 20

applicable beneficiaries to opioid use disorder treat-21

ment services, improve physical and mental health 22

outcomes for such beneficiaries, and to the extent 23

possible, reduce expenditures under this title. Under 24

the Program, the Secretary shall make payments 25
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under subsection (e) to participants (as defined in 1

subsection (c)(1)(A)) for furnishing opioid use dis-2

order treatment services delivered through opioid use 3

disorder care teams, or arranging for such services 4

to be furnished, to applicable beneficiaries partici-5

pating in the Program. 6

‘‘(2) OPIOID USE DISORDER TREATMENT SERV-7

ICES.—For purposes of this section, the term ‘opioid 8

use disorder treatment services’— 9

‘‘(A) means, with respect to an applicable 10

beneficiary, services that are furnished for the 11

treatment of opioid use disorders and that uti-12

lize drugs approved under section 505 of the 13

Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act for the 14

treatment of opioid use disorders in an out-15

patient setting; and 16

‘‘(B) includes— 17

‘‘(i) medication assisted treatment; 18

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall design 7

the Program in such a manner to allow for the eval-8

uation of the extent to which the Program accom-9

plishes the following purposes: 10

‘‘(A) Reduces hospitalizations and emer-11

gency department visits. 12

‘‘(B) Increases use of medication-assisted 13

treatment for opioid use disorders. 14

‘‘(C) Improves health outcomes of individ-15

uals with opioid use disorders, including by re-16

ducing the incidence of infectious diseases (such 17

as hepatitis C and HIV). 18

‘‘(D) Does not increase the total spending 19

on items and services under this title. 20

‘‘(E) Reduces deaths from opioid overdose. 21

‘‘(F) Reduces the utilization of inpatient 22

residential treatment. 23

‘‘(2) CONSULTATION.—In designing the Pro-24

gram, including the criteria under subsection 25
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(e)(2)(A), the Secretary shall, not later than 3 1

months after the date of the enactment of this sec-2

tion, consult with specialists in the field of addiction, 3

clinicians in the primary care community, and bene-4

ficiary groups. 5

‘‘(c) PARTICIPANTS; OPIOID USE DISORDER CARE 6

TEAMS.— 7

‘‘(1) PARTICIPANTS.— 8

‘‘(A) DEFINITION.—In this section, the 9

term ‘participant’ means an entity or indi-10

vidual— 11

‘‘(i) that is otherwise enrolled under 12

this title and that is— 13

‘‘(I) a physician (as defined in 14

section 1861(r)(1)); 15

‘‘(II) a group practice comprised 16

of at least one physician described in 17

subclause (I); 18

‘‘(III) a hospital outpatient de-19

partment; 20

‘‘(IV) a federally qualified health 21

center (as defined in section 22

1861(aa)(4)); 23

‘‘(V) a rural health clinic (as de-24

fined in section 1861(aa)(2)); 25
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‘‘(VI) a community mental health 1

center (as defined in section 2

1861(ff)(3)(B)); 3

‘‘(VII) a clinic certified as a cer-4

tified community behavioral health 5

clinic pursuant to section 223 of the 6

Protecting Access to Medicare Act of 7

2014; or 8

‘‘(VIII) any other individual or 9

entity specified by the Secretary; 10

‘‘(ii) that applied for and was selected 11

to participate in the Program pursuant to 12

an application and selection process estab-13

lished by the Secretary; and 14

‘‘(iii) that establishes an opioid use 15

disorder care team (as defined in para-16

graph (2)) through employing or con-17

tracting with health care practitioners de-18

scribed in paragraph (2)(A), and uses such 19

team to furnish or arrange for opioid use 20

disorder treatment services in the out-21

patient setting under the Program. 22

‘‘(B) PREFERENCE.—In selecting partici-23

pants for the Program, the Secretary shall give 24

preference to individuals and entities that are 25
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located in areas with a prevalence of opioid use 1

disorders that is higher than the national aver-2

age prevalence. 3

(4) Improving and disseminating treatment 3

strategies for beneficiaries with comorbidities who 4

require a consultation or comanagement of pain with 5

one or more specialists in pain management, mental 6

health, or addiction treatment, including in a hos-7

pital setting. 8

(5) Educating providers on risks of coadminis-9

tration of opioids and other drugs, particularly 10

benzodiazepines. 11

(6) Ensuring appropriate case management for 12

beneficiaries who transition between inpatient and 13

outpatient hospital settings, or between opioid ther-14

apy to non-opioid therapy, which may include the 15

use of care transition plans.

‘‘(2) provides access to publicly available data 24

from other Federal agencies; State, local, and Tribal 25
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governments; nonprofit organizations; law enforce-1

ment; medical experts; public health educators; and 2

research institutions regarding prevention, treat-3

ment, recovery, and other services for opioid use dis-4

order and other substance use disorders; 5

‘‘(3) provides comparable data on substance use 6

disorder prevention and treatment strategies in dif-7

ferent regions and population of the United States; 8

‘‘(4) provides recommendations for health care 9

providers on alternatives to controlled substances for 10

pain management, including approaches studied by 11

the National Institutes of Health Pain Consortium 12

and the National Center for Complimentary and In-13

tegrative Health; and 14

‘‘(5) provides guidelines and best practices for 15

health care providers regarding treatment of sub-16

stance use disorders. 17

‘‘(b) CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE DEFINED.—In this 18

section, the term ‘controlled substance’ has the meaning 19

given that term in section 102 of the Controlled Sub-20

stances Act (21 U.S.C. 802).’’. 21

SEC. 7023. INTERAGENCY SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER CO-22

ORDINATING COMMITTEE. 23

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 3 months after 24

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(I) The Director of the Centers for Disease 1

Control and Prevention. 2

(J) The Director of the National Institutes 3

of Health and the Directors of such national re-4

search institutes of the National Institutes of 5

Health as the Secretary determines appropriate. 6

(K) The Administrator of the Centers for 7

Medicare & Medicaid Services. 8

(L) The Director of National Drug Control 9

Policy. 10

(M) Representatives of other Federal agen-11

cies that serve individuals with substance use 12

disorder. 13

(2) NON-FEDERAL MEMBERS.—The Committee 14

shall include a minimum of 17 non-Federal members 15

appointed by the Secretary, of which— 16

(A) at least two such members shall be an 17

individual who has received treatment for a di-18

agnosis of an opioid use disorder; 19

(B) at least two such members shall be an 20

individual who has received treatment for a di-21

agnosis of a substance use disorder other than 22

an opioid use disorder; 23

(C) at least two such members shall be a 24

State Alcohol and Substance Abuse Director; 25
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(D) at least two such members shall be a 1

representative of a leading research, advocacy, 2

or service organization for adults with sub-3

stance use disorder; 4

(E) at least two such members shall— 5

(i) be a physician, licensed mental 6

health professional, advance practice reg-7

istered nurse, or physician assistant; and 8

(ii) have experience in treating indi-9

viduals with opioid use disorder or other 10

substance use disorders; 11

(F) at least one such member shall be a 12

substance use disorder treatment professional 13

who is employed with an opioid treatment pro-14

gram; 15

(G) at least one such member shall be a 16

substance use disorder treatment professional 17

who has research or clinical experience in work-18

ing with racial and ethnic minority populations; 19

(H) at least one such member shall be a 20

substance use disorder treatment professional 21

who has research or clinical mental health expe-22

rience in working with medically underserved 23

populations; 24
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(I) at least one such member shall be a 1

State-certified substance use disorder peer sup-2

port specialist; 3

(J) at least one such member shall be a 4

drug court judge or a judge with experience in 5

adjudicating cases related to substance use dis-6

order; 7

(K) at least one such member shall be a 8

law enforcement officer or correctional officer 9

with extensive experience in interacting with 10

adults with a substance use disorder; and 11

(L) at least one such member shall be an 12

individual with experience providing services for 13

homeless individuals and working with adults 14

with a substance use disorder. 15

(c) TERMS.— 16

(1) IN GENERAL.—A member of the Committee 17

appointed under subsection (b)(2) shall be appointed 18

for a term of 3 years and may be reappointed for 19

one or more 3-year terms. 20

(2) VACANCIES.—A vacancy on the Committee 21

shall be filled in the same manner in which the origi-22

nal appointment was made. Any individual appointed 23

to fill a vacancy for an unexpired term shall be ap-24

pointed for the remainder of such term and may 25
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serve after the expiration of such term until a suc-1

cessor has been appointed. 2

(d) MEETINGS.—The Committee shall meet not fewer 3

than two times each year. 4

(e) DUTIES.—The Committee shall— 5

agencies, including coordination of Federal activities 9

recovery from, opioid use disorder and other sub-15

stance use disorders; 16

(3) review substance use disorder prevention 17

and treatment strategies in different regions and 18

populations in the United States and evaluate the 19

extent to which Federal substance use disorder pre-20

vention and treatment strategies are aligned with 21

State and local substance use disorder prevention 22

and treatment strategies; 23

(4) make recommendations to the Secretary re-24

garding any appropriate changes with respect to the 25
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activities and strategies described in paragraphs (1) 1

through (3); 2

(5) make recommendations to the Secretary re-3

garding public participation in decisions relating to 4

opioid use disorder and other substance use dis-5

orders and the process by which public feedback can 6

be better integrated into such decisions; and 7

(6) make recommendations to ensure that 8

opioid use disorder and other substance use disorder 9

research, services, and support and prevention activi-10

ties of the Department of Health and Human Serv-11

ices and other Federal agencies are not unneces-12

sarily duplicative. 13

(f) ANNUAL REPORT.— 14

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after 15

practices, which may include model laws for implementing 15

suggested minimum standards, for operating recovery 16

housing. 17

‘‘(b) DISSEMINATION.—The Secretary shall dissemi-18

nate the best practices identified or developed under sub-19

section (a) to— 20

‘‘(1) State agencies, which may include the pro-21

vision of technical assistance to State agencies seek-22

ing to adopt or implement such best practices; 23

‘‘(2) recovery housing entities; and 24

‘‘(3) the public, as appropriate. 25

‘‘(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 26
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‘‘(1) The term ‘recovery housing’ means a 1

shared living environment free from alcohol and il-2

licit drug use and centered on peer support and con-3

nection to services, including medication-assisted 4

treatment services, that promote sustained recovery 5

from substance use disorders. 6

‘‘(2) The term ‘State’ includes any of the sev-7

eral States, the District of Columbia, each Indian 8

tribe or tribal organization (as those terms are de-9

fined in section 4 of the Indian Self-Determination 10

and Education Assistance Act), and any territory or 11

possession of the United States. 12

‘‘(d) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—To 13

carry out this section, there is authorized to be appro-14

priated $3,000,000 for the period of fiscal years 2019 15

through 2021.’’.

SEC. 7052. INCLUSION OF OPIOID ADDICTION HISTORY IN 13

PATIENT RECORDS. 14

(a) BEST PRACTICES.— 15

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after 16

the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary of 17

Health and Human Services, in consultation with 18

appropriate stakeholders, including a patient with a 19

history of opioid use disorder, an expert in electronic 20

health records, an expert in the confidentiality of pa-21

tient health information and records, and a health 22

care provider, shall identify or facilitate the develop-23

ment of best practices regarding— 24
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(A) the circumstances under which infor-1

mation that a patient has provided to a health 2

care provider regarding such patient’s history of 3

opioid use disorder should, only at the patient’s 4

request, be prominently displayed in the med-5

ical records (including electronic health records) 6

(B) what constitutes the patient’s request 8

for the purpose described in subparagraph (A); 9

and 10

(C) the process and methods by which the 11

information should be so displayed. 12

(2) DISSEMINATION.—The Secretary shall dis-13

seminate the best practices developed under para-14

graph (1) to health care providers and State agen-15

cies. 16

(b) REQUIREMENTS.—In identifying or facilitating 17

the development of best practices under subsection (a), as 18

applicable, the Secretary, in consultation with appropriate 19

stakeholders, shall consider the following: 20

(1) The potential for addiction relapse or over-21

dose, including overdose death, when opioid medica-22

tions are prescribed to a patient recovering from 23

opioid use disorder. 24
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(2) The benefits of displaying information 1

about a patient’s opioid use disorder history in a 2

manner similar to other potentially lethal medical 3

concerns, including drug allergies and contraindica-4

tions. 5

(3) The importance of prominently displaying 6

information about a patient’s opioid use disorder 7

when a physician or medical professional is pre-8

scribing medication, including methods for avoiding 9

alert fatigue in providers. 10

(4) The importance of a variety of appropriate 11

medical professionals, including physicians, nurses, 12

and pharmacists, to have access to information de-13

scribed in this section when prescribing or dis-14

pensing opioid medication, consistent with Federal 15

and State laws and regulations. 16

(5) The importance of protecting patient pri-17

vacy, including the requirements related to consent 18

for disclosure of substance use disorder information 19

under all applicable laws and regulations. 20

(6) All applicable Federal and State laws and 21

regulations. 22

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SEC. 7062. DISPOSAL OF CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES OF A 1

DECEASED HOSPICE PATIENT BY EMPLOY-2

EES OF A QUALIFIED HOSPICE PROGRAM. 3

Subsection (g) of section 302 of the Controlled Sub-4

stances Act (21 U.S.C. 822) is amended by adding at the 5

end the following: 6

‘‘(5)(A) In the case of a person receiving hospice care, 7

an employee of a qualified hospice program, acting within 8

the scope of employment, may handle, without being reg-9

istered under this section, any controlled substance that 10

was lawfully dispensed to the person receiving hospice 11

care, for the purpose of disposal of the controlled sub-12

stance after the death of such person, so long as such dis-13

posal occurs onsite in accordance with all applicable Fed-14

eral, State, Tribal, and local law. 15

‘‘(B) For the purposes of this paragraph: 16

‘‘(i) The terms ‘hospice care’ and ‘hospice pro-17

gram’ have the meanings given to those terms in 18

section 1861(dd) of the Social Security Act. 19

‘‘(ii) The term ‘employee of a qualified hospice 20

program’ means a physician, nurse, or other person 21

who— 22

‘‘(I) is employed by, or pursuant to ar-23

rangements made by, a qualified hospice pro-24

gram; 25
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‘‘(II)(aa) is licensed to perform medical or 1

nursing services by the jurisdiction in which the 2

person receiving hospice care was located; and 3

‘‘(bb) is acting within the scope of such 4

employment in accordance with applicable State 5

law; and 6

‘‘(III) has completed training through the 7

qualified hospice program regarding the dis-8

posal of controlled substances in a secure and 9

responsible manner so as to discourage abuse, 10

misuse, or diversion. 11

‘‘(iii) The term ‘qualified hospice program’ 12

means a hospice program that— 13

‘‘(I) has written policies and procedures for 14

ical record the type of controlled sub-11

stance, dosage, route of administration, 12

and quantity so disposed; and 13

‘‘(bb) the time, date, and manner in 14

which that disposal occurred.’’. 15

USE DISORDER TREATMENT EMPLOYEES. 7

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary, acting through 8

the Administrator of the Health Resources and Services 9

Administration, shall carry out a program under which— 10

‘‘(1) the Secretary enters into agreements with 11

individuals to make payments in accordance with 12

subsection (b) on the principal of and interest on 13

any eligible loan; and 14

‘‘(2) the individuals each agree to complete a 15

period of service in a substance use disorder treat-16

ment job, as described in subsection (d). 17

‘‘(b) PAYMENTS.—For each year of obligated service 18

by an individual pursuant to an agreement under sub-19

section (a), the Secretary shall make a payment to such 20

individual as follows: 21

‘‘(1) SERVICE IN A SHORTAGE AREA.—The Sec-22

retary shall pay— 23

‘‘(A) for each year of obligated service by 24

SEC. 7081. SHORT TITLE. 3

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Preventing 4

Overdoses While in Emergency Rooms Act of 2018’’. 5

SEC. 7082. PROGRAM TO SUPPORT EMERGENCY ROOM DIS-6

CHARGE AND CARE COORDINATION FOR 7

DRUG OVERDOSE PATIENTS. 8

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Health and 9

Human Services shall establish a program (in this subtitle 10

referred to as the ‘‘Program’’) to develop protocols for dis-11

charging patients who have presented with a drug over-12

dose and enhance the integration and coordination of care 13

and treatment options for individuals with substance use 14

disorder after discharge. 15

(b) GRANT ESTABLISHMENT AND PARTICIPATION.— 16

(1) IN GENERAL.—In carrying out the Pro-17

gram, the Secretary shall award grants on a com-18

petitive basis to not more than 20 eligible entities 19

described in paragraph (2). 20

(2) ELIGIBILITY.— 21

(A) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible for a 22

grant under this subsection, an entity shall 23

be— 24
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(i) a health care site described in sub-1

paragraph (B); or 2

(ii) a health care site coordinator de-3

scribed in subparagraph (C). 4

(B) HEALTH CARE SITES.—To be eligible 5

for a grant under this section, a health care site 6

shall— 7

(i) submit an application to the Sec-8

retary at such time, in such manner, and 9

containing such information as specified by 10

the Secretary; 11

(ii) have an emergency department; 12

(iii)(I) have a licensed health care pro-13

fessional onsite who has a waiver under 14

section 303(g) of the Controlled Sub-15

stances Act (21 U.S.C. 823(g)) to dispense 16

or prescribe covered drugs; or 17

(II) have a demonstrable plan to hire 18

a sufficient number of full-time licensed 19

health care professionals who have waivers 20

described in subclause (I) to administer 21

such treatment onsite; 22

(iv) have in place an agreement with 23

a sufficient number and range of entities 24

certified under applicable State and Fed-25
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eral law, such as pursuant to registration 1

or a waiver under section 303(g) of the 2

Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 3

823(g)) or certification as described in sec-4

tion 8.2 of title 42 of the Code of Federal 5

Regulations, to provide treatment for sub-6

stance use disorder such that the entity or 7

the resulting network of entities with an 8

agreement with the hospital cumulatively 9

are capable of providing all evidence-based 10

services for the treatment of substance use 11

disorder, as medically appropriate for the 12

individual involved, including— 13

(I) medication-assisted treat-14

ment; 15

(II) withdrawal and detoxifica-16

tion services that include patient eval-17

uation, stabilization, and readiness for 18

and entry into treatment; and 19

(III) counseling; 20

(v) deploy onsite peer recovery special-21

ists to help connect patients with treat-22

ment and recovery support services; and 23
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(vi) include the provision of overdose 1

reversal medication in discharge protocols 2

for opioid overdose patients. 3

(C) HEALTH CARE SITE COORDINATORS.— 4

To be eligible for a grant under this section, a 5

health care site coordinator shall— 6

(i) be an organization described in 7

section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue 8

Code of 1986 (and exempt from tax under 9

section 501(a) of such Code) or a State, 10

local, or Tribal government; 11

(ii) submit an application to the Sec-12

retary at such time, in such manner, and 13

containing such information as specified by 14

the Secretary; and 15

(iii) have an agreement with multiple 16

eligible health care sites described in sub-17

paragraph (B). 18

(3) PREFERENCE.—In awarding grants under 19

this section, the Secretary may give preference to eli-20

gible entities described in paragraph (2) that meet 21

either or both of the following criteria: 22

(A) The eligible health care site is, or the 23

eligible health care site coordinator has an 24

agreement described in paragraph (2)(C)(iii) 25
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with a site that is, a critical access hospital (as 1

defined in section 1861(mm)(1) of the Social 2

Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395x(mm)(1))), a 3

low-volume hospital (as defined in section 4

1886(d)(12)(C)(i) of such Act (42 U.S.C. 5

1395ww(d)(12)(C)(i))), or a sole community 6

hospital (as defined in section 7

1886(d)(5)(D)(iii) of such Act (42 U.S.C. 8

1395ww(d)(5)(D)(iii))). 9

(B) The eligible health care site or the eli-10

gible health care site coordinator is located in 11

a geographic area with a drug overdose rate 12

that is higher than the national rate, or in a ge-13

ographic area with a rate of emergency depart-14

ment visits for overdoses that is higher than the 15

national rate, as determined by the Secretary 16

based on the most recent data from the Centers 17

for Disease Control and Prevention. 18

(4) MEDICATION-ASSISTED TREATMENT DE-19

FINED.—For purposes of this section, the term 20

‘‘medication-assisted treatment’’ means the use of a 21

drug approved under section 505 of the Federal 22

Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 355) or 23

a biological product licensed under section 351 of 24

the Public Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 262), in 25
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combination with behavioral health services, to pro-1

vide an individualized approach to the treatment of 2

substance use disorders, including opioid use dis-3

orders. 4

(c) PERIOD OF GRANT.—A grant awarded to an eligi-5

ble entity under this section shall be for a period of at 6

least 2 years. 7

(d) GRANT USES.— 8

(1) REQUIRED USES.—A grant awarded under 9

this section to an eligible entity shall be used for 10

both of the following purposes: 11

(A) To establish policies and procedures 12

that address the provision of overdose reversal 13

medication, prescription and dispensing of 14

medication-assisted treatment to an emergency 15

department patient who has had a non-fatal 16

overdose or who is at risk of a drug overdose, 17

and the subsequent referral to evidence-based 18

treatment upon discharge for patients who have 19

experienced a non-fatal drug overdose or who 20

are at risk of a drug overdose. 21

(B) To develop best practices for treating 22

non-fatal drug overdoses, including with respect 23

to care coordination and integrated care models 24

for long term treatment and recovery options 25
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for individuals who have experienced a non-fatal 1

drug overdose. 2

(2) ADDITIONAL PERMISSIBLE USES.—A grant 3

awarded under this section to an eligible entity may 4

be used for any of the following purposes: 5

(A) To hire emergency department peer re-6

covery specialists; counselors; therapists; social 7

workers; or other licensed medical professionals 8

specializing in the treatment of substance use 9

disorder. 10

(B) To establish integrated models of care 11

for individuals who have experienced a non-fatal 12

drug overdose which may include patient as-13

sessment, follow up, and transportation to 14

treatment facilities. 15

(D) To offer consultation with and referral 21

to other supportive services that help in treat-22

ment and recovery. 23

(e) REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.— 24
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(1) REPORTS BY GRANTEES.—Each eligible en-1

tity awarded a grant under this section shall submit 2

to the Secretary an annual report for each year for 3

which the entity has received such grant that in-4

cludes information on— 5

(A) the number of individuals treated at 6

the site (or, in the case of an eligible health 7

care site coordinator, at sites covered by the 8

agreement referred to in subsection 9

(b)(2)(C)(iii)) for non-fatal overdoses in the 10

emergency department; 11

(B) the number of individuals administered 12

each medication-assisted treatment at such site 13

or sites in the emergency department; 14

(C) the number of individuals referred by 15

such site or sites to other treatment facilities 16

after a non-fatal overdose, the types of such 17

other facilities, and the number of such individ-18

uals admitted to such other facilities pursuant 19

to such referrals; 20

(D) the frequency and number of patient 21

readmissions for non-fatal overdoses and sub-22

stance use disorder; 23

(E) for what the grant funding was used; 24

and 25
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(F) the effectiveness of, and any other rel-1

evant additional data regarding, having an on-2

site health care professional to administer and 3

begin medication-assisted treatment for sub-4

stance use disorders. 5

(2) REPORT BY SECRETARY.—Not less than 1 6

year after the conclusion of the Program, the Sec-7

retary shall submit to Congress a report that in-8

cludes— 9

(A) findings of the Program; 10

(B) overall patient outcomes under the 11

Program, such as with respect to hospital read-12

mission; 13

(C) what percentage of patients treated by 14

a site funded through a grant under this section 15

were readmitted to a hospital for non-fatal or 16

fatal overdose; 17

(D) an evaluation determining the effec-18

tiveness of having a practitioner onsite to ad-19

minister and begin medication-assisted treat-20

ment for substance use disorder; and 21

(E) a compilation of voluntary guidelines 22

and best practices from the reports submitted 23

under paragraph (1). 24
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(f) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 1

authorized to be appropriated to carry out this subtitle 2

$50,000,000 for the period of fiscal years 2019 through 3

2023. 4

Subtitle J—Alternatives to Opioids 5

in the Emergency Department 6

SEC. 7091. SHORT TITLE. 7

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Alternatives to 8

Opioids in the Emergency Department Act’’ or the 9

‘‘ALTO Act’’. 10

SEC. 7092. EMERGENCY DEPARTMENT ALTERNATIVES TO 11

OPIOIDS DEMONSTRATION PROGRAM. 12

(a) DEMONSTRATION PROGRAM GRANTS.—The Sec-13

retary of Health and Human Services (in this section re-14

ferred to as the ‘‘Secretary’’) shall carry out a demonstra-15

tion program under which the Secretary shall award 16

grants to hospitals and emergency departments, including 17

freestanding emergency departments, to develop, imple-18

ment, enhance, or study alternative pain management pro-19

tocols and treatments that limit the use and prescription 20

of opioids in emergency departments. 21

(b) ELIGIBILITY.—To be eligible to receive a grant 22

under subsection (a), a hospital or emergency department 23

shall submit an application to the Secretary at such time, 24
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in such manner, and containing such information as the 1

Secretary may require. 2

(c) GEOGRAPHIC DIVERSITY.—In awarding grants 3

under this section, the Secretary shall seek to ensure geo-4

graphical diversity among grant recipients. 5

(d) USE OF FUNDS.—Grants under subsection (a) 6

shall be used to— 7

(1) target common painful conditions, such as 8

renal colic, sciatica, headaches, musculoskeletal pain, 9

and extremity fractures; 10

(2) train providers and other hospital personnel 11

on protocols and the use of treatments that limit the 12

use and prescription of opioids in the emergency de-13

partment; and 14

(3) provide alternatives to opioids to patients 15

with painful conditions, not including patients who 16

present with pain related to cancer, end-of-life symp-17

tom palliation, or complex multisystem trauma. 18

(e) CONSULTATION.—The Secretary shall implement 19

a process for recipients of grants under subsection (a) to 20

consult (in a manner that allows for sharing of evidence- 21

based best practices) with each other and with persons 22

having robust knowledge, including emergency depart-23

ments and physicians that have successfully deployed al-24

ternative pain management protocols, such as non-drug 25
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approaches studied through the National Center for Com-1

plimentary and Integrative Health including acupuncture 2

that limit the use of opioids. The Secretary shall offer to 3

each recipient of a grant under subsection (a) technical 4

support as necessary. 5

(f) REPORT TO THE SECRETARY.—Each recipient of 6

a grant under this section shall submit to the Secretary 7

(during the period of such grant) annual reports on the 8

progress of the program funded through the grant. These 9

reports shall include, in accordance with State and Fed-10

eral statutes and regulations regarding disclosure of pa-11

tient information— 12

(1) a description of and specific information 13

about the alternative pain management protocols 14

employed; 15

(2) data on the alternative pain management 16

protocols and treatments employed, including— 17

(A) during a baseline period before the 18

program began, as defined by the Secretary; 19

(B) at various stages of the program, as 20

determined by the Secretary; and 21

(C) the conditions for which the alternative 22

pain management protocols and treatments 23

were employed; 24
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(3) the success of each specific alternative pain 1

management protocol; 2

(4) data on the opioid prescriptions written, in-3

cluding— 4

(A) during a baseline period before the 5

program began, as defined by the Secretary; 6

(B) at various stages of the program, as 7

determined by the Secretary; and 8

(C) the conditions for which the opioids 9

were prescribed; 10

(5) the demographic characteristics of patients 11

who were treated with an alternative pain manage-12

ment protocol, including age, sex, race, ethnicity, 13

and insurance status and type; 14

(6) data on patients who were eventually pre-15

scribed opioids after alternative pain management 16

protocols and treatments were employed; and 17

(7) any other information the Secretary deems 18

necessary. 19

(g) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Not later than 1 year 20

after completion of the demonstration program under this 21

section, the Secretary shall submit a report to the Con-22

gress on the results of the demonstration program and in-23

clude in the report— 24
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(1) the number of applications received and the 1

number funded; 2

(2) a summary of the reports described in sub-3

section (f), including standardized data; and 4

(3) recommendations for broader implementa-5

tion of pain management protocols that limit the use 6

and prescription of opioids in emergency depart-7

ments or other areas of the health care delivery sys-8

tem. 9

(h) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—To carry 10

out this section, there is authorized to be appropriated 11

$10,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2019 through 2021. 12

requiring any person who distributes the drug to im-12

mediately cease distribution of the drug.

1

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall award 2

grants on a competitive basis to eligible entities to estab-3

lish or operate a comprehensive opioid recovery center (re-4

ferred to in this section as a ‘Center’). 5

‘‘(b) GRANT PERIOD.— 6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—A grant awarded under 7

subsection (a) shall be for a period not less than 3 8

years and not more than 5 years. 9

‘‘(2) RENEWAL.—A grant awarded under sub-10

section (a) may be renewed, on a competitive basis, 11

for additional periods of time, as determined by the 12

Secretary. In determining whether to renew a grant 13

under this paragraph, the Secretary shall consider 14

the data submitted under subsection (h). 15

‘‘(c) MINIMUM NUMBER OF CENTERS.—The Sec-16

retary shall allocate the amounts made available under 17

subsection (i) in such amounts that not fewer than 10 18

Centers will be established across the United States. 19

‘‘(d) APPLICATION.—In order to be eligible for a 20

grant under subsection (a), an entity shall submit an ap-21

plication to the Secretary at such time and in such manner 22

as the Secretary may require. Such application shall in-23

clude— 24
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‘‘(1) evidence that such entity carries out, or is 1

capable of coordinating with other entities to carry 2

out, the activities described in subsection (g); and 3

‘‘(2) such other information as the Secretary 4

may require. 5

‘‘(e) PRIORITY.—In awarding grants under sub-6

section (a), the Secretary shall give priority to eligible enti-7

ties located in a State or Indian country (as defined in 8

section 1151 of title 18, United States Code)— 9

‘‘(1) with a high per capita drug overdose mor-10

tality rate, as determined by the Director of the 11

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention; or 12

‘‘(2) based on any other criteria or need, as de-13

termined by the Secretary. 14

‘‘(f) USE OF GRANT FUNDS.—An eligible entity 15

awarded a grant under subsection (a) shall use the grant 16

funds to establish or operate a Center to carry out the 17

activities described in subsection (g). 18

‘‘(g) CENTER ACTIVITIES AND SERVICES.—Each 19

Center shall, at a minimum, carry out the activities de-20

scribed in this subsection. In the case of a Center that 21

determines that a service described in paragraph (2) can-22

not reasonably be carried out by the Center, such Center 23

shall contract with such other entities as may be necessary 24
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to ensure that patients have access to the full range of 1

services described in such paragraph. 2

‘‘(1) COMMUNITY OUTREACH.—Each Center 3

shall carry out the following outreach activities: 4

‘‘(A) Train and supervise outreach staff to 5

work with schools, workplaces, faith-based orga-6

nizations, State and local health departments, 7

law enforcement, and first responders to ensure 8

that such institutions are aware of the services 9

of the Center. 10

‘‘(B) Disseminate and make available on-11

line evidence-based resources that educate pro-12

fessionals and the public on opioid use disorder 13

and other substance use disorders. 14

‘‘(2) TREATMENT AND RECOVERY SERVICES.— 15

Each Center shall provide the following treatment 16

and recovery services: 17

‘‘(A) Ensure that intake evaluations meet 18

the clinical needs of patients. 19

‘‘(B) Periodically conduct patient assess-20

ments to ensure continued and meaningful re-21

covery, as defined by the Assistant Secretary 22

for Mental Health and Substance Use. 23

‘‘(C) Provide the full continuum of treat-24

ment services, including— 25
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‘‘(i) all drugs approved under section 1

505 of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cos-2

metic Act and all biological products li-3

censed under section 351 of this Act, in-4

cluding methadone, to treat substance use 5

disorders, including opioid use disorder 6

and alcohol use disorder; 7

‘‘(ii) withdrawal management, which 8

shall include medically supervised detoxi-9

fication that includes patient evaluation, 10

stabilization, and readiness for and entry 11

into treatment; 12

‘‘(iii) counseling and case manage-13

ment, including counseling and recovery 14

services for any possible co-occurring men-15

tal illness; 16

‘‘(iv) residential rehabilitation; 17

‘‘(v) recovery housing; 18

‘‘(vi) community-based and peer re-19

covery support services; 20

‘‘(vii) job training and placement as-21

sistance to support reintegration into the 22

workforce; and 23

‘‘(viii) other best practices, as deter-24

mined by the Secretary. 25
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‘‘(D) Administer an onsite pharmacy and 1

provide toxicology services. 2

‘‘(E) Establish and operate a secure and 3

confidential electronic health information sys-4

tem. 5

‘‘(F) Offer family support services such as 6

child care, family counseling, and parenting 7

interventions to help stabilize families impacted 8

by substance use disorder. 9

‘‘(h) DATA REPORTING AND PROGRAM OVER-10

SIGHT.—With respect to a grant awarded under sub-11

section (a) to an eligible entity for a Center, not later than 12

90 days after the end of the first year of the grant period, 13

and annually thereafter for the duration of the grant pe-14

riod (including the duration of any renewal period for such 15

grant), the entity shall submit data, as appropriate, to the 16

Secretary regarding— 17

‘‘(1) the programs and activities funded by the 18

grant; 19

‘‘(2) health outcomes of individuals with a sub-20

stance use disorder who received services from the 21

Center; 22

‘‘(3) the effectiveness of interventions designed, 23

tested, and evaluated by the Center; and 24
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‘‘(4) any other information that the Secretary 1

may require for the purpose of— 2

‘‘(A) evaluating the effectiveness of the 3

Center; and 4

‘‘(B) ensuring that the Center is complying 5

with all the requirements of the grant, including 6

providing the full continuum of services de-7

scribed in subsection (g)(2)(C) and providing 8

drugs and devices for overdose reversal under 9

such subsection. 10

‘‘(i) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There is 11

authorized to be appropriated $10,000,000 for each of fis-12

cal years 2019 through 2023 for purposes of carrying out 13

this section.’’.

monitoring programs of neighboring 17

‘‘(B) Achieving community or health sys-22

tem interventions through activities such as— 23
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‘‘(i) establishing or improving con-1

trolled substances prescribing interventions 2

for insurers and health systems; 3

‘‘(ii) enhancing the use of evidence- 4

based controlled substances prescribing 5

guidelines across sectors and health care 6

settings; and 7

‘‘(iii) implementing strategies to align 8

the prescription of controlled substances 9

with the guidelines described in clause (ii). 10

‘‘(C) Evaluating interventions to better un-11

derstand what works to prevent overdoses, in-12

cluding those involving prescription and illicit 13

controlled substances. 14

‘‘(D) Implementing projects to advance an 15

innovative prevention approach with respect to 16

new and emerging public health crises and op-17

portunities to address such crises, such as en-18

hancing public education and awareness on the 19

risks associated with opioids.

‘‘(b) ENHANCED SURVEILLANCE OF CONTROLLED 21

any controlled substance overdose surveillance 2

of carrying out any such activity; and 8

‘‘(D) coordinate with the Assistant Sec-9

retary for Mental Health and Substance Use to 10

collect data pursuant to section 505(d)(1)(A) 11

(relating to the number of individuals admitted 12

to the emergency rooms of hospitals as a result 13

of the abuse of alcohol or other drugs). 14

‘‘(2) CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE OVERDOSE SUR-15

VEILLANCE ACTIVITIES.—A controlled substance 16

overdose surveillance activity described in this para-17

graph is any of the following activities: 18

‘‘(A) Enhancing the timeliness of reporting 19

data to the public, including data on fatal and 20

nonfatal overdoses of controlled substances. 21

‘‘(B) Enhancing comprehensiveness of data 22

on controlled substances overdoses by collecting 23

information on such overdoses from appropriate 24

sources such as toxicology reports, autopsy re-25
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ports, death scene investigations, and other risk 1

factors.

tors associated with controlled substances 4

overdoses.

rate testing and reporting of causes and con-10

tributing factors to controlled substances 11

overdoses. 12

‘‘(E) Working to enable information shar-13

ing regarding controlled substances overdoses 14

among data sources. 15

‘‘(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 16

‘‘(1) CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE.—The term 17

‘controlled substance’ has the meaning given that 18

term in section 102 of the Controlled Substances 19

‘‘(2) INDIAN TRIBE.—The term ‘Indian tribe’ 21

has the meaning given that term in section 4 of the 22

Indian Self-Determination and Education Assistance 23

Act.

or unsolicited reports to providers to 9

inform prescribing; and 10

‘‘(IV) ensuring the highest level 11

of ease in use and access of PDMPs 12

by providers and their delegates, to 13

the extent that State laws allow; 14

‘‘(ii) improving the intrastate inter-15

operability of PDMPs by— 16

‘‘(I) making PDMPs more ac-17

tionable by integrating PDMPs within 18

electronic health records and health 19

information technology infrastructure; 20

and 21

‘‘(II) linking PDMP data to 22

other data systems within the State, 23

including— 24
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‘‘(aa) the data of pharmacy 1

benefit managers, medical exam-2

iners and coroners, and the 3

State’s Medicaid program; 4

‘‘(bb) worker’s compensation 5

data; and 6

‘‘(cc) prescribing data of 7

providers of the Department of 8

Veterans Affairs and the Indian 9

Health Service within the State; 10

‘‘(iii) improving the interstate inter-11

operability of PDMPs through— 12

‘‘(I) sharing of dispensing data in 13

near-real time across State lines; and 14

‘‘(II) integration of automated 15

queries for multistate PDMP data 16

and analytics into clinical workflow to 17

improve the use of such data and ana-18

lytics by practitioners and dispensers; 19

or 20

‘‘(iv) improving the ability to include 21

treatment availability resources and refer-22

ral capabilities within the PDMP. 23

‘‘(2) STATE LEGISLATION.—As a condition on 24

the receipt of support under this section, the Sec-25
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retary shall require a State to demonstrate that the 1

State has enacted legislation or regulations— 2

‘‘(A) to provide for the implementation of 3

the PDMP; and 4

‘‘(B) to permit the imposition of appro-5

priate penalties for the unauthorized use and 6

disclosure of information maintained by the 7

PDMP. 8

‘‘(b) PDMP STRATEGIES.—The Secretary shall en-9

courage a State, in establishing, improving, or maintaining 10

a PDMP, to implement strategies that improve— 11

‘‘(1) the reporting of dispensing in the State of 12

a controlled substance to an ultimate user so the re-13

porting occurs not later than 24 hours after the dis-14

pensing event; 15

‘‘(2) the consultation of the PDMP by each pre-16

scribing practitioner, or their designee, in the State 17

before initiating treatment with a controlled sub-18

stance, or any substance as required by the State to 19

be reported to the PDMP, and over the course of 20

ongoing treatment for each prescribing event; 21

‘‘(3) the consultation of the PDMP before dis-22

pensing a controlled substance, or any substance as 23

required by the State to be reported to the PDMP; 24
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‘‘(4) the proactive notification to a practitioner 1

when patterns indicative of controlled substance mis-2

use by a patient, including opioid misuse, are de-3

tected; 4

‘‘(5) the availability of data in the PDMP to 5

other States, as allowable under State law; and 6

‘‘(6) the availability of nonidentifiable informa-7

tion to the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-8

tion for surveillance, epidemiology, statistical re-9

search, or educational purposes. 10

‘‘(c) DRUG MISUSE AND ABUSE.—In consultation 11

with practitioners, dispensers, and other relevant and in-12

terested stakeholders, a State receiving support under this 13

section— 14

‘‘(1) shall establish a program to notify practi-15

tioners and dispensers of information that will help 16

to identify and prevent the unlawful diversion or 17

misuse of controlled substances; and 18

‘‘(2) may, to the extent permitted under State 19

law, notify the appropriate authorities responsible 20

for carrying out drug diversion investigations if the 21

State determines that information in the PDMP 22

maintained by the State indicates an unlawful diver-23

sion or abuse of a controlled substance. 24
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‘‘(d) EVALUATION AND REPORTING.—As a condition 1

on receipt of support under this section, the State shall 2

report on interoperability with PDMPs of other States and 3

Federal agencies, where appropriate, intrastate interoper-4

ability with health information technology systems such as 5

electronic health records, health information exchanges, 6

and e-prescribing, where appropriate, and whether or not 7

the State provides automatic, up-to-date, or daily informa-8

tion about a patient when a practitioner (or the designee 9

of a practitioner, where permitted) requests information 10

about such patient. 11

‘‘(e) EVALUATION AND REPORTING.—A State receiv-12

ing support under this section shall provide the Secretary 13

with aggregate nonidentifiable information, as permitted 14

by State law, to enable the Secretary— 15

‘‘(1) to evaluate the success of the State’s pro-16

gram in achieving the purpose described in sub-17

section (a); or 18

‘‘(2) to prepare and submit to the Congress the 19

report required by subsection (i)(2). 20

‘‘(f) EDUCATION AND ACCESS TO THE MONITORING 21

SYSTEM.—A State receiving support under this section 22

shall take steps to— 23
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‘‘(1) facilitate prescribers and dispensers, and 1

their delegates, as permitted by State law, to use the 2

PDMP, to the extent practicable; and 3

‘‘(2) educate prescribers and dispensers, and 4

their delegates on the benefits of the use of PDMPs. 5

‘‘(g) ELECTRONIC FORMAT.—The Secretary may 6

issue guidelines specifying a uniform electronic format for 7

the reporting, sharing, and disclosure of information pur-8

suant to PDMPs. 9

‘‘(h) RULES OF CONSTRUCTION.— 10

‘‘(1) FUNCTIONS OTHERWISE AUTHORIZED BY 11

LAW.—Nothing in this section shall be construed to 12

restrict the ability of any authority, including any 13

local, State, or Federal law enforcement, narcotics 14

control, licensure, disciplinary, or program authority, 15

to perform functions otherwise authorized by law. 16

‘‘(2) ADDITIONAL PRIVACY PROTECTIONS.— 17

Nothing in this section shall be construed as pre-18

empting any State from imposing any additional pri-19

vacy protections.

5

‘‘(8) The term ‘practitioner’ means a physician, 6

dentist, veterinarian, scientific investigator, phar-7

macy, hospital, or other person licensed, registered, 8

or otherwise permitted, by the United States or the 9

jurisdiction in which the individual practices or does 10

research, to distribute, dispense, conduct research 11

with respect to, administer, or use in teaching or 12

chemical analysis, a controlled substance in the 13

course of professional practice or research.

POSAL FEATURES. 22

‘‘(a) ORDERS.— 23

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may issue 24

an order requiring the holder of a covered applica-25
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tion to implement or modify one or more tech-1

nologies, controls, or measures with respect to the 2

packaging or disposal of one or more drugs identi-3

fied in the covered application, if the Secretary de-4

termines such technologies, controls, or measures to 5

be appropriate to help mitigate the risk of abuse or 6

misuse of such drug or drugs, which may include by 7

reducing the availability of unused drugs. 8

‘‘(2) PRIOR CONSULTATION.—The Secretary 9

may not issue an order under paragraph (1) unless 10

the Secretary has consulted with relevant stake-11

holders, through a public meeting, workshop, or oth-12

erwise, about matters that are relevant to the sub-13

ject of the order.

ment organization, or described on the public 15

website of the Food and Drug Administration, 16

so long as the order includes the rationale for 17

incorporation of such standard.

‘‘(5) ORDERS APPLICABLE TO DRUG CLASS.— 19

When a concern about the risk of abuse or misuse 20

of a drug relates to a pharmacological class, the Sec-21

retary may, after consultation with relevant stake-22

holders, issue an order under paragraph (1) which 23

applies to the pharmacological class.

the risk of abuse or misuse of the drug or drugs involved, 15

including by reducing the availability of unused drugs, to 16

at least the same extent as the technologies, controls, or 17

measures specified in such order.

‘‘(d) DISPUTE RESOLUTION.—If a dispute arises in 19

connection with a supplement submitted under subsection 20

(b), the holder of the covered application may appeal a 21

determination made with respect to such supplement using 22

applicable dispute resolution procedures specified by the 23

Secretary in regulations or guidance. 24

‘‘(e) DEFINITIONS.—In this section— 25
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‘‘(1) the term ‘covered application’ means an 1

application submitted under subsection (b) or (j) of 2

section 505 for approval under such section or an 3

application submitted under section 351 of Public 4

Health Service Act for approval under such section, 5

with respect to a drug that is or contains an opioid 6

for which a listing in schedule II or III (on a tem-7

porary or permanent basis) is in effect under section 8

202 of the Controlled Substances Act; and 9

‘‘(2) the term ‘relevant stakeholders’ may in-10

clude scientific experts within the drug manufac-11

Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. 1451), the payments re-25
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quired by clause (i), as allocated pursuant to clause 1

(iii)(I), shall be the only payments required for reim-2

bursement of U.S. Customs and Border Protection 3

for customs services provided in connection with the 4

processing of an Inbound EMS item. 5

‘‘(iii)(I) The payments required by clause (i)(I) 6

shall be allocated as follows: 7

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(3) disseminate best practices related to devel-1

oping and implementing plans of safe care, including 2

differential response, collaboration and coordination, 3

and identification and delivery of services, while rec-4

ognizing needs of different populations and varying 5

(4) support collaboration between health care 7

providers, social service agencies, public health agen-8

cies, and the child welfare system, to promote a fam-9

ily-centered treatment approach; 10

(5) prevent separation and support reunifica-11

tion of families if in the best interests of the child; 12

(6) recommend treatment approaches for serv-13

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(c) CONSTRUCTION.—The guidance and technical as-1

sistance shall not be construed to amend the requirements 2

of the Child Abuse Prevention and Treatment Act (42 3

U.S.C. 5101 et seq.). 4

(d) DEFINITION.—For purposes of this section, the 5

term ‘‘State’’ has the meaning given such term in section 6

3 of the Child Abuse Prevention and Treatment Act (42 7

U.S.C. 5101 note). 8

Subtitle D—Improving the Federal 9

Response to Families Impacted 10

by Substance Use Disorder 11

SEC. 8031. SHORT TITLE. 12

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Improving the Fed-13

eral Response to Families Impacted by Substance Use 14

Disorder Act’’. 15

SEC. 8032. INTERAGENCY TASK FORCE TO IMPROVE THE 16

FEDERAL RESPONSE TO FAMILIES IMPACTED 17

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established a task 19

force, to be known as the ‘‘Interagency Task Force to Im-20

prove the Federal Response to Families Impacted by Sub-21

stance Use Disorders’’ (in this section referred to as 22

‘‘Task Force’’).

(b) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The Task Force— 24
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(1) shall identify, evaluate, and recommend 1

(2) shall carry out the additional duties de-5

scribed in subsection (d). 6

(c) MEMBERSHIP.— 7

(1) NUMBER AND APPOINTMENT.—The Task 8

Force shall be composed of 12 Federal officials hav-9

ing responsibility for, or administering programs re-10

lated to, the duties of the Task Force. The Secretary 11

of Health and Human Services, the Secretary of 12

Education, the Secretary of Agriculture, and the 13

Secretary of Labor shall each appoint two members 14

to the Task Force from among the Federal officials 15

employed by the Department of which they are the 16

head. Additional Federal agency officials appointed 17

by the Secretary of Health and Human Services 18

shall fill the remaining positions of the Task Force. 19

(2) CHAIRPERSON.—The Secretary of Health 20

and Human Services shall designate a Federal offi-21

cial employed by the Department of Health and 22

Human Services to serve as the chairperson of the 23

Task Force. 24

(3) DEADLINE FOR APPOINTMENT.—Each 1

member shall be appointed to the Task Force not 2

later than 60 days after the date of the enactment 3

of this Act. 4

(4) ADDITIONAL AGENCY INPUT.—The Task 5

Force may seek input from other Federal agencies 6

and offices with experience, expertise, or information 7

relevant in responding to the opioid crisis. 8

(5) VACANCIES.—A vacancy in the Task Force 9

shall be filled in the manner in which the original 10

appointment was made. 11

(6) PROHIBITION OF COMPENSATION.—Mem-12

bers of the Task Force may not receive pay, allow-13

ances, or benefits by reason of their service on the 14

Task Force. 15

(d) DUTIES.—The Task Force shall carry out the fol-16

lowing duties: 17

(1) Solicit input from stakeholders, including 18

frontline service providers, medical professionals, 19

educators, mental health professionals, researchers, 20

experts in infant, child, and youth trauma, child wel-21

fare professionals, and the public, in order to inform 22

the activities of the Task Force. 23

(2) Develop a strategy on how the Task Force 24

and participating Federal agencies will collaborate, 25
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prioritize, and implement a coordinated Federal ap-1

proach with regard to responding to substance use 2

disorders, including opioid misuse, that shall in-3

clude— 4

(A) identifying options for the coordination 5

of existing grants that support infants, chil-6

dren, and youth, and their families as appro-7

priate, who have experienced, or are at risk of 8

experiencing, exposure to substance abuse dis-9

orders, including opioid misuse; and 10

(B) other ways to improve coordination, 11

planning, and communication within and across 12

Federal agencies, offices, and programs, to bet-13

ter serve children and families impacted by sub-14

stance use disorders, including opioid misuse. 15

(3) Based off the strategy developed under 16

paragraph (2), evaluate and recommend opportuni-17

ties for local- and State-level partnerships, profes-18

sional development, or best practices that— 19

(A) are designed to quickly identify and 20

refer children and families, as appropriate, who 21

have experienced or are at risk of experiencing 22

exposure to substance abuse; 23

(B) utilize and develop partnerships with 24

early childhood education programs, local social 25
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services organizations, and health care services 1

aimed at preventing or mitigating the effects of 2

exposure to substance use disorders, including 3

opioid misuse; 4

(C) offer community-based prevention ac-5

tivities, including educating families and chil-6

dren on the effects of exposure to substance use 7

disorders, including opioid misuse, and how to 8

build resilience and coping skills to mitigate 9

those effects; 10

(D) in accordance with Federal privacy 11

protections, utilize non-personally identifiable 12

data from screenings, referrals, or the provision 13

of services and supports to evaluate and im-14

prove processes addressing exposure to sub-15

stance use disorders, including opioid misuse; 16

and 17

(E) are designed to prevent separation and 18

support reunification of families if in the best 19

interest of the child. 20

(4) In fulfilling the requirements of paragraphs 21

(2) and (3), consider evidence-based, evidence-in-22

formed, and promising best practices related to iden-23

tifying, referring, and supporting children and fami-24

lies at risk of experiencing exposure to substance 25
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abuse or experiencing substance use disorder, includ-1

ing opioid misuse, including— 2

(A) prevention strategies for those at risk 3

of experiencing or being exposed to substance 4

abuse, including misuse of opioids; 5

(B) whole-family and multi-generational 6

approaches; 7

(C) community-based initiatives; 8

(D) referral to, and implementation of, 9

trauma-informed practices and supports; and 10

(E) multi-generational practices that assist 11

parents, foster parents, and kinship and other 12

caregivers 13

(e) FACA.—The Federal Advisory Committee Act (5 14

U.S.C. App. 2) shall not apply to the Task Force. 15

(f) ACTION PLAN; REPORTS.—The Task Force— 16

(1) shall prepare a detailed action plan to be 17

implemented by participating Federal agencies to 18

create a collaborative, coordinated response to the 19

opioid crisis, which shall include— 20

(A) relevant information identified and col-21

lected under subsection (d); 22

(B) a proposed timeline for implementing 23

recommendations and efforts identified under 24

subsection (d); and 25
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(C) a description of how other Federal 1

agencies and offices with experience, expertise, 2

or information relevant in responding to the 3

opioid crisis that have provided input under 4

subsection (c)(4) will be participating in the co-5

ordinated approach; 6

(2) shall submit to the Congress a report de-7

scribing the action plan prepared under paragraph 8

(1), including, where applicable, identification of any 9

recommendations included in such plan that require 10

tion 105 of title 5, United States Code) whose offi-15

cials have been appointed to the Task Force. 16

(3) The term ‘‘State’’ means each of the several 17

States, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth 18

of Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, Guam, American 19

Samoa, and the Commonwealth of the Northern 20

Mariana Islands. 21
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Subtitle E—Establishment of an 1

Advisory Committee on Opioids 2

and the Workplace 3

SEC. 8041. ESTABLISHMENT OF AN ADVISORY COMMITTEE 4

ON OPIOIDS AND THE WORKPLACE. 5

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—Not later than 90 days after 6

enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Labor shall estab-7

lish an Advisory Committee on Opioids and the Workplace 8

(referred to in this subtitle as the ‘‘Advisory Committee’’) 9

to advise the Secretary on actions the Department of 10

Labor can take to provide informational resources and 11

best practices on how to appropriately address the impact 12

of opioid abuse on the workplace and support workers 13

abusing opioids. 14

(b) MEMBERSHIP.— 15

(1) COMPOSITION.—The Secretary of Labor 16

shall appoint as members of the Advisory Committee 17

19 individuals with expertise in employment, work-18

place health programs, human resources, substance 19

use disorder, and other relevant fields. The Advisory 20

Committee shall be composed as follows: 21

(A) Four of the members shall be individ-22

uals representative of employers or other orga-23

nizations representing employers. 24
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(B) Four of the members shall be individ-1

uals representative of workers or other organi-2

zations representing workers, of which at least 3

two must be representatives designated by labor 4

organizations. 5

(C) Three of the members shall be individ-6

uals representative of health benefit plans, em-7

ployee assistance plan providers, workers’ com-8

pensation program administrators, and work-9

place safety and health professionals. 10

(D) Eight of the members shall be individ-11

uals representative of substance abuse treat-12

ment and recovery experts, including medical 13

doctors, licensed addiction therapists, and sci-14

entific and academic researchers, of which one 15

individual may be a representative of a local or 16

State government agency that oversees or co-17

ordinates programs that address substance use 18

disorder. 19

(2) CHAIR.—From the members appointed 20

under paragraph (1), the Secretary of Labor shall 21

appoint a chairperson. 22

(3) TERMS.—Each member of the Advisory 23

Committee shall serve for a term of 3 years. A mem-24
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ber appointed to fill a vacancy shall be appointed 1

only for the remainder of such term. 2

(4) QUORUM.—A majority of members of the 3

Advisory Committee shall constitute a quorum and 4

action shall be taken only by a majority vote of the 5

members. 6

(5) VOTING.—The Advisory Committee shall es-7

tablish voting procedures. 8

(6) NO COMPENSATION.—Members of the Advi-9

sory Committee shall serve without compensation. 10

(7) DISCLOSURE.—Every member of the Advi-11

sory Committee must disclose the entity, if applica-12

ble, that he or she is representing. 13

(c) DUTIES.— 14

(1) ADVISEMENT.— 15

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Advisory Com-16

mittee established under subsection (a) shall 17

advise the Secretary of Labor on actions the 18

Department of Labor can take to provide infor-19

mational resources and best practices on how to 20

appropriately address the impact of opioid 21

abuse on the workplace and support workers 22

abusing opioids. 23
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(B) CONSIDERATIONS.—In providing such 1

advice, the Advisory Committee shall take into 2

account— 3

(i) evidence-based and other employer 4

substance abuse policies and best practices 5

regarding opioid use or abuse, including 6

benefits provided by employee assistance 7

programs or other employer-provided bene-8

fits, programs, or resources; 9

(ii) the effect of opioid use or abuse 10

on the safety of the workplace as well as 11

policies and procedures addressing work-12

place safety and health; 13

(iii) the impact of opioid abuse on 14

productivity and absenteeism, and assess-15

ments of model human resources policies 16

that support workers abusing opioids, such 17

as policies that facilitate seeking and re-18

ceiving treatment and returning to work; 19

(iv) the extent to which alternative 20

pain management treatments other than 21

opioids are or should be covered by em-22

ployer-sponsored health plans; 23

(v) the legal requirements protecting 24

employee privacy and health information in 25
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the workplace, as well as the legal require-1

ments related to nondiscrimination; 2

(vi) potential interactions of opioid 3

abuse with other substance use disorders; 4

(vii) any additional benefits or re-5

sources available to an employee abusing 6

opioids that promote retaining employment 7

or reentering the workforce; 8

(viii) evidence-based initiatives that 9

engage employers, employees, and commu-10

nity leaders to promote early identification 11

of opioid abuse, intervention, treatment, 12

and recovery; 13

(ix) workplace policies regarding 14

opioid abuse that reduce stigmatization 15

among fellow employees and management; 16

and 17

(x) the legal requirements of the Men-18

tal Health Parity and Addiction Equity 19

Act and other laws related to health cov-20

erage of substance abuse and mental 21

health services and medications. 22

(2) REPORT.—Prior to its termination as pro-23

vided in subsection (j), the Advisory Committee shall 24

issue a report to the Secretary of Labor and to the 25
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Committee on Education and the Workforce of the 1

House of Representatives and the Committee on 2

Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions of the Sen-3

ate, detailing successful programs and policies in-4

volving workplace resources and benefits, including 5

recommendations or examples of best practices for 6

how employers can support and respond to employ-7

ees impacted by opioid abuse. 8

(d) MEETINGS.—The Advisory Committee shall meet 9

at least twice a year at the call of the chairperson. 10

(e) STAFF SUPPORT.—The Secretary of Labor shall 11

make available staff necessary for the Advisory Committee 12

to carry out its responsibilities. 13

(f) FEDERAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE ACT.—The 14

Federal Advisory Committee Act shall apply to the Advi-15

sory Committee established under this subtitle. 16

(g) NO APPROPRIATED FUNDS.—No additional 17

funds are authorized to be appropriated to carry out this 18

subtitle. Expenses of the Advisory Committee shall be paid 19

with funds otherwise appropriated to Departmental Man-20

agement within the Department of Labor. 21

(h) EX OFFICIO.—Three nonvoting representatives 22

from agencies within the Department of Health and 23

pointed by the Secretary of Labor and designated as ex 2

officio members.

(j) TERMINATION.—The Advisory Committee estab-7

lished under this subtitle shall terminate 3 years after the 8

date of enactment of this Act. 9

SEC. 8051. SHORT TITLE. 12

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Veterans Treat-13

ment Court Improvement Act of 2018’’. 14

SEC. 8052. HIRING BY DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS 15

OF ADDITIONAL VETERANS JUSTICE OUT-16

REACH SPECIALISTS. 17

(a) HIRING OF ADDITIONAL VETERANS JUSTICE 18

OUTREACH SPECIALISTS.— 19

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year after 20

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary 21

of Veterans Affairs shall hire not fewer than 50 Vet-22

erans Justice Outreach Specialists and place each 23

such Veterans Justice Outreach Specialist at an eli-24
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gible Department of Veterans Affairs medical center 1

in accordance with this section. 2

(2) REQUIREMENTS.—The Secretary shall en-3

sure that each Veterans Justice Outreach Specialist 4

employed under paragraph (1)— 5

(A) serves, either exclusively or in addition 6

to other duties, as part of a justice team in a 7

veterans treatment court or other veteran-fo-8

cused court; and 9

(B) otherwise meets Department hiring 10

guidelines for Veterans Justice Outreach Spe-11

cialists. 12

(b) ELIGIBLE DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS 13

MEDICAL CENTERS.—For purposes of this section, an eli-14

gible Department of Veterans Affairs medical center is 15

any Department of Veterans Affairs medical center that— 16

(1) complies with all Department guidelines and 17

regulations for placement of a Veterans Justice Out-18

reach Specialist; 19

(2) works within a local criminal justice system 20

with justice-involved veterans; 21

(3) maintains an affiliation with one or more 22

veterans treatment courts or other veteran-focused 23

courts; and 24

(4) either— 25
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(A) routinely provides Veterans Justice 1

Outreach Specialists to serve as part of a jus-2

tice team in a veterans treatment court or other 3

veteran-focused court; or 4

(B) establishes a plan that is approved by 5

the Secretary to provide Veterans Justice Out-6

reach Specialists employed under subsection 7

(a)(1) to serve as part of a justice team in a 8

veterans treatment court or other veteran-fo-9

cused court. 10

(c) PLACEMENT PRIORITY.—The Secretary shall 11

prioritize the placement of Veterans Justice Outreach Spe-12

cialists employed under subsection (a)(1) at eligible De-13

partment of Veterans Affairs medical centers that have 14

or intend to establish an affiliation, for the purpose of car-15

rying out the Veterans Justice Outreach Program, with 16

a veterans treatment court, or other veteran-focused court, 17

that— 18

(1) was established on or after the date of the 19

enactment of this Act; or 20

(2)(A) was established before the date of the 21

enactment of this Act; and 22

(B) is not fully staffed with Veterans Justice 23

Outreach Specialists. 24

(d) REPORTS.— 25
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(1) REPORT BY SECRETARY OF VETERANS AF-1

FAIRS.— 2

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year 3

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the 4

Secretary of Veterans Affairs shall submit to 5

Congress a report on the implementation of this 6

section and its effect on the Veterans Justice 7

Outreach Program. 8

(B) CONTENTS.—The report submitted 9

under paragraph (1) shall include the following: 10

(i) The status of the efforts of the 11

Secretary to hire Veterans Justice Out-12

reach Specialists pursuant to subsection 13

(a)(1), including the total number of Vet-14

erans Justice Outreach Specialists hired by 15

the Secretary pursuant to such subsection 16

and the number that the Secretary expects 17

to hire pursuant to such subsection. 18

(ii) The total number of Veterans 19

Justice Outreach Specialists assigned to 20

each Department of Veterans Affairs med-21

ical center that participates in the Vet-22

erans Justice Outreach Program, including 23

the number of Veterans Justice Outreach 24

Specialists hired under subsection (a)(1) 25
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disaggregated by Department of Veterans 1

Affairs medical center. 2

(iii) The total number of eligible De-3

partment of Veterans Affairs medical cen-4

ters that sought placement of a Veterans 5

Justice Outreach Specialist under sub-6

section (a)(1), how many Veterans Justice 7

Outreach Specialists each such center 8

sought, and how many of such medical 9

centers received no placement of a Vet-10

erans Justice Outreach Specialist under 11

subsection (a)(1). 12

(iv) For each eligible Department of 13

Veterans Affairs medical center— 14

(I) the number of justice-involved 15

(2) REPORT BY COMPTROLLER GENERAL OF 24

THE UNITED STATES.— 25
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(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 3 years 1

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the 2

Comptroller General of the United States shall 3

submit to Congress a report on the implementa-4

tion of this section and the effectiveness of the 5

Veterans Justice Outreach Program. 6

(B) CONTENTS.—The report required by 7

subparagraph (A) shall include the following: 8

(i) An assessment of whether the Sec-9

retary has fulfilled the Secretary’s obliga-10

tions under this section. 11

(ii) The number of veterans who are 12

served by Veterans Justice Outreach Spe-13

cialists hired under subsection (a)(1), 14

disaggregated by demographics (including 15

discharge status).

(iii) An identification of any sub-17

groups of veterans who underutilize serv-18

ices provided under laws administered by 19

the Secretary, including an assessment of 20

whether these veterans have access to Vet-21

erans Justice Outreach Specialists under 22

the Veterans Justice Outreach Program.

(iv) Such recommendations as the 24

(e) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 3

means the group of individuals, which may include 5

a judge, court coordinator, prosecutor, public de-6

fender, treatment provider, probation or other law 7

enforcement officer, program mentor, and Veterans 8

Justice Outreach Specialist, who assist justice-in-9

volved veterans in a veterans treatment court or 10

other veteran-focused court. 11

(2) JUSTICE-INVOLVED VETERAN.—The term 12

‘‘justice-involved veteran’’ means a veteran with ac-13

tive, ongoing, or recent contact with some compo-14

nent of a local criminal justice system. 15

(3) LOCAL CRIMINAL JUSTICE SYSTEM.—The 16

term ‘‘local criminal justice system’’ means law en-17

forcement, jails, prisons, and Federal, State, and 18

local courts. 19

(4) VETERANS JUSTICE OUTREACH PRO-20

GRAM.—The term ‘‘Veterans Justice Outreach Pro-21

gram’’ means the program through which the De-22

partment of Veterans Affairs identifies justice-in-23

volved veterans and provides such veterans with ac-24

cess to Department services. 25

CIALIST.—The term ‘‘Veterans Justice Outreach 2

Specialist’’ means an employee of the Department of 3

Veterans Affairs who serves as a liaison between the 4

United States Code, is amended by adding at the end the 19

‘‘(4)(A) As part of the counseling program under this 21

subsection, the Secretary shall emphasize appointing peer 22

support counselors for women veterans. To the degree 23

practicable, the Secretary shall seek to recruit women peer 24

support counselors with expertise in— 25
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‘‘(i) female gender-specific issues and services; 1

‘‘(ii) the provision of information about services 2

and benefits provided under laws administered by 3

the Secretary; or 4

‘‘(iii) employment mentoring. 5

‘‘(B) To the degree practicable, the Secretary shall 6

emphasize facilitating peer support counseling for women 7

veterans who are eligible for counseling and services under 8

section 1720D of this title, have post-traumatic stress dis-9

order or suffer from another mental health condition, are 10

homeless or at risk of becoming homeless, or are otherwise 11

at increased risk of suicide, as determined by the Sec-12

retary. 13

‘‘(C) The Secretary shall conduct outreach to inform 14

women veterans about the program and the assistance 15

available under this paragraph. 16

‘‘(D) In carrying out this paragraph, the Secretary 17

shall coordinate with such community organizations, State 18

and local governments, institutions of higher education, 19

chambers of commerce, local business organizations, orga-20

nizations that provide legal assistance, and other organiza-21

tions as the Secretary considers appropriate.

This subtitle may be cited as the ‘‘Supporting Grand-19

parents Raising Grandchildren Act’’. 20

SEC. 8082. FINDINGS. 21

Congress finds the following: 22

(1) More than 2,500,000 grandparents in the 23

United States are the primary caretaker of their 24
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grandchildren, and experts report that such numbers 1

are increasing as the opioid epidemic expands. 2

(2) Between 2009 and 2016, the incidence of 3

parental alcohol or other drug use as a contributing 4

factor for children’s out-of-home placement rose 5

from 25.4 to 37.4 percent. 6

(3) When children cannot remain safely with 7

their parents, placement with relatives is preferred 8

over placement in foster care with nonrelatives be-9

cause placement with relatives provides stability for 10

children and helps them maintain family connec-11

tions. 12

(4) The number of foster children placed with 13

a grandparent or other relative increased from 24 14

percent in 2006 to 32 percent in 2016, according to 15

data from the Department of Health and Human 16

Services. 17

(5) Grandparents’ lives are enhanced by caring 18

for their grandchildren; the overwhelming majority 19

of grandparents report experiencing significant bene-20

fits in serving as their grandchildren’s primary care-21

givers. 22

(6) Providing full-time care to their grand-23

children may decrease grandparents’ ability to ad-24
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dress their own physical and mental health needs 1

and personal well-being. 2

(7) Grandparents would benefit from better co-3

ordination and dissemination of information and re-4

sources available to support them in their caregiving 5

responsibilities. 6

SEC. 8083. ADVISORY COUNCIL TO SUPPORT GRAND-7

PARENTS RAISING GRANDCHILDREN. 8

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—There is established an Advi-9

sory Council to Support Grandparents Raising Grand-10

children. 11

(b) MEMBERSHIP.— 12

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Advisory Council shall 13

be composed of the following members, or their des-14

ignee: 15

(A) The Secretary of Health and Human 16

Services. 17

(B) The Secretary of Education. 18

(C) The Administrator of the Administra-19

tion for Community Living. 20

(D) The Director of the Centers for Dis-21

ease Control and Prevention. 22

(E) The Assistant Secretary for Mental 23

Health and Substance Use. 24
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(F) The Assistant Secretary for the Ad-1

ministration for Children and Families. 2

(G) A grandparent raising a grandchild. 3

(H) An older relative caregiver of children. 4

(I) As appropriate, the head of other Fed-5

eral departments, or agencies, identified by the 6

Secretary of Health and Human Services as 7

having responsibilities, or administering pro-8

grams, relating to current issues affecting 9

grandparents or other older relatives raising 10

children. 11

(2) LEAD AGENCY.—The Department of Health 12

and Human Services shall be the lead agency for the 13

Advisory Council. 14

(c) DUTIES.— 15

(1) IN GENERAL.— 16

(A) INFORMATION.—The Advisory Council 17

shall identify, promote, coordinate, and dissemi-18

nate to the public information, resources, and 19

the best practices available to help grand-20

parents and other older relatives— 21

(i) meet the health, educational, nutri-22

tional, and other needs of the children in 23

their care; and 24
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(ii) maintain their own physical and 1

mental health and emotional well-being. 2

(B) OPIOIDS.—In carrying out the duties 3

described in subparagraph (A), the Advisory 4

Council shall consider the needs of those af-5

fected by the opioid crisis. 6

(C) NATIVE AMERICANS.—In carrying out 7

the duties described in subparagraph (A), the 8

Advisory Council shall consider the needs of 9

members of Native American tribes. 10

(2) REPORT.— 11

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 12

days after the date of enactment of this Act, 13

the Advisory Council shall submit a report to— 14

(i) the appropriate committees; 15

(ii) the State agencies that are re-16

sponsible for carrying out family caregiver 17

programs; and 18

(iii) the public online in an accessible 19

format. 20

(B) REPORT FORMAT.—The report shall 21

include— 22

(i) best practices, resources, and other 23

useful information for grandparents and 24

other older relatives raising children identi-25
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fied under paragraph (1)(A) including, if 1

applicable, any information related to the 2

needs of children who have been impacted 3

by the opioid epidemic; 4

(ii) an identification of any gaps in 5

items under clause (i); and 6

(iii) where applicable, identification of 7

any additional Federal legislative authority 8

necessary to implement the activities de-9

scribed in clause (i) and (ii). 10

(3) FOLLOW-UP REPORT.—Not later than 2 11

years after the date on which the report required 12

under paragraph (2)(A) is submitted, the Advisory 13

Council shall submit a follow-up report that includes 14

the information identified in paragraph (2)(B) to— 15

(A) the appropriate committees; 16

(B) the State agencies that are responsible 17

for carrying out family caregiver programs; and 18

(C) the public online in an accessible for-19

mat. 20

(4) PUBLIC INPUT.— 21

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Advisory Council 22

shall establish a process for public input to in-23

form the development of, and provide updates 24

to, the best practices, resources, and other in-25
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formation described in paragraph (1) that shall 1

include— 2

(i) outreach to States, local entities, 3

and organizations that provide information 4

to, or support for, grandparents or other 5

older relatives raising children; and 6

(ii) outreach to grandparents and 7

other older relatives with experience rais-8

ing children. 9

(B) NATURE OF OUTREACH.—Such out-10

reach shall ask individuals to provide input 11

on— 12

(i) information, resources, and best 13

practices available, including identification 14

of any gaps and unmet needs; and 15

(ii) recommendations that would help 16

grandparents and other older relatives bet-17

ter meet the health, educational, nutri-18

tional, and other needs of the children in 19

their care, as well as maintain their own 20

physical and mental health and emotional 21

well-being.

(d) FACA.—The Advisory Council shall be exempt 23

from the requirements of the Federal Advisory Committee 24

Act (5 U.S.C. App.).

(f) SUNSET.—The Advisory Council shall terminate 3

on the date that is 3 years after the date of enactment 4

of this Act.

‘‘(II) an actual or predicted stimulant, 12

depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on the 13

central nervous system that is substantially 14

similar to or greater than the stimulant, 15

depressant, or hallucinogenic effect on the 16

central nervous system of a controlled sub-17

stance in schedule I, II, III, IV, or V; and 18

‘‘(ii) is not— 19

‘‘(I) listed or otherwise included in 20

any other schedule in this section or by 21

regulation of the Attorney General; and 22

‘‘(II) with respect to a particular per-23

son, subject to an exemption that is in ef-24

fect for investigational use, for that person, 25
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under section 505 of the Federal Food, 1

Drug, and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 355) 2

to the extent conduct with respect to such 3

substance is pursuant to such exemption. 4

‘‘(B) PREDICTED STIMULANT, DEPRESSANT, OR 5

HALLUCINOGENIC EFFECT.—For purpose of this 6

paragraph, a predicted stimulant, depressant, or hal-7

lucinogenic effect on the central nervous system may 8

be based on— 9

‘‘(i) the chemical structure and— 10

‘‘(I) the structure activity relation-11

ships; or 12

‘‘(II) binding receptor assays and 13

other relevant scientific information about 14

the substance; 15

‘‘(ii)(I) the current or relative potential for 16

abuse of the substance; and 17

‘‘(II) the clandestine importation, manu-18

SEC. 9003. TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT SCHEDULING OF 4

SCHEDULE A SUBSTANCES. 5

Section 201 of the Controlled Substances Act (21 6

U.S.C. 811) is amended by adding at the end the fol-7

lowing: 8

‘‘(k) TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT SCHEDULING OF 9

SCHEDULE A SUBSTANCES.— 10

‘‘(1) The Attorney General may issue a tem-11

porary order adding a drug or substance to schedule 12

A if the Attorney General finds that— 13

‘‘(A) the drug or other substance satisfies 14

the criteria for being considered a schedule A 15

substance; and 16

‘‘(B) adding such drug or substance to 17

schedule A will assist in preventing abuse of the 18

drug or other substance. 19

‘‘(2) A temporary scheduling order issued under 20

paragraph (1) shall not take effect until 30 days 21

after the date of the publication by the Attorney 22

General of a notice in the Federal Register of the in-23

tention to issue such order and the grounds upon 24

which such order is to be issued. The temporary 25
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scheduling order shall expire not later than 5 years 1

after the date it becomes effective, except that the 2

Attorney General may, during the pendency of pro-3

ceedings under paragraph (5), extend the temporary 4

scheduling order for up to 180 days. 5

‘‘(3) A temporary scheduling order issued under 6

paragraph (1) shall be vacated upon the issuance of 7

a permanent order issued under paragraph (5) with 8

regard to the same substance, or upon the subse-9

quent issuance of any scheduling order under this 10

section.

‘‘(4) A temporary scheduling order issued under 12

paragraph (1) shall not be subject to judicial review.

pact that opioids are having in tribal 21

‘‘(VI) provide supportive and 23

transitional housing programs in di-24

verse geographic regions with high 25
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rates of mortality due to opioid use 1

disorders or other substance use dis-2

orders, as applicable, based on data of 3

the Centers for Disease Control and 4

Prevention; and 5

‘‘(ii) consider, in consultation with the 6

Secretary of Health and Human Services 7

and the Secretary of Labor— 8

‘‘(I) the success of each recipient 9

eligible entity at helping individuals 10

complete the treatment program of 11

the eligible entity and refrain from il-12

licit opioid or other substance usage, 13

as applicable; 14

‘‘(II) the coordination with work-15

force development providers by the eli-16

gible entity; 17

‘‘(III) the percentage of partici-18

pants in unsubsidized employment 19

during the second and fourth calendar 20

quarter after exit from the program; 21

and 22

‘‘(IV) the percentage of partici-23

pants in the treatment program of the 24

eligible entity that do not relapse into 25
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opioid or other substance usage, as 1

applicable. 2

‘‘(F) REISSUANCE OF VOUCHER.—Upon 3

termination of the provision of rental assistance 4

through a voucher to a covered individual, the 5

eligible entity that initially offered such voucher 6

may use such voucher to provide rental assist-7

ance to another covered individual. 8

‘‘(G) DURATION.—The Secretary shall not 9

make rental assistance available under this 10

paragraph after the expiration of the 5-year pe-11

riod beginning on the date of the enactment of 12

this paragraph. 13

‘‘(H) WAIVERS.—The Secretary may, 14

through publication of a notice in the Federal 15

Register, waive or specify alternative require-16

ments for any provision of statue or regulation 17

governing the use of vouchers under this sub-18

section (except for requirements relating to fair 19

housing, nondiscrimination, labor standards, or 20

the environment) upon a finding by the Sec-21

retary that such waiver or alternative require-22

ment is necessary for the purposes of this para-23

graph.

‘‘(II) not later than 4 years after 14

the date of the enactment of this 15

paragraph, a plan describing the 16

treatment and housing options for any 17

covered individual assisted by such 18

voucher who will not have completed 19

the program before the day that is 5 20

years after such date of enactment. 21

‘‘(ii) BY THE SECRETARY.—The Sec-22

retary shall submit to Congress a report 23

that analyzes the impact of rental assist-24

ance provided under this paragraph— 25
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‘‘(I) not later than 2 years after 1

the date of the enactment of this 2

paragraph; and 3

‘‘(II) not later than 4 years after 4

the date of the enactment of this 5

paragraph. 6

‘‘(J) DEFINITIONS.—In this paragraph: 7

‘‘(i) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘el-8

igible entity’ means a tribally designated 9

housing entity (as such term is defined in 10

section 4 of the Native American Housing 11

and Self-Determination Act of 1996 (24 12

U.S.C. 4103)), or a nonprofit organization, 13

that meets the criteria described under 14

subparagraph (C).

‘‘(ii) COVERED INDIVIDUAL.—The 16

term ‘covered individual’ means an indi-17

vidual recovering from an opioid use dis-18

order or other substance use disorder.’’.

SEC. 10003. REPEAL OF RENTAL VOUCHER DEMONSTRA-20

TION PROGRAM. 21

Effective the day that is 5 years after the date of 22

the enactment of this title, paragraph (21) of section 8(o) 23

of the United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 24

1437f(o)), as added by this title, is repealed. 25
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SEC. 10004. DEMONSTRATION CLOSE-OUT. 1

An eligible entity that provided vouchers for rental 2

assistance under paragraph (21) of section 8(o) of the 3

United States Housing Act of 1937 (42 U.S.C. 1437f(o)), 4

as added by this title, shall return any such vouchers to 5

the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development not 6

later than the day that is 5 years after the date of the 7

enactment of this title for use only for renewals of expiring 8

contracts for such assistance. 9

SEC. 10005. NO ADDITIONAL FUNDS AUTHORIZED. 10

No additional funds are authorized to be appro-11

priated to carry out the requirements of this title and the 12

amendments made by this title. Such requirements shall 13

be carried out using amounts otherwise authorized to be 14

appropriated. 15

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Individuals in Med-18

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SEC. 11002. MEDICAID STATE PLAN OPTION TO PROVIDE 1

SERVICES FOR CERTAIN INDIVIDUALS WITH 2

TARGETED SUDS IN INSTITUTIONS FOR MEN-3

TAL DISEASES. 4

Section 1915 of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 5

1396n) is amended by adding at the end the following new 6

subsection: 7

‘‘(l) STATE PLAN OPTION TO PROVIDE SERVICES 8

FOR CERTAIN INDIVIDUALS IN INSTITUTIONS FOR MEN-9

TAL DISEASES.— 10

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—With respect to calendar 11

quarters beginning during the period beginning Jan-12

uary 1, 2019, and ending December 31, 2023, a 13

State may elect, through a State plan amendment, 14

to, notwithstanding section 1905(a), provide medical 15

assistance for services furnished in institutions for 16

mental diseases and for other medically necessary 17

services furnished to eligible individuals with tar-18

geted SUDs, in accordance with the requirements of 19

this subsection. 20

‘‘(2) PAYMENTS.— 21

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Amounts expended 22

under a State plan amendment under para-23

graph (1) for services described in such para-24

graph furnished, with respect to a 12-month pe-25

riod, to an eligible individual with a targeted 26
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SUD who is a patient in an institution for men-1

tal diseases shall be treated as medical assist-2

ance for which payment is made under section 3

1903(a) but only to the extent that such serv-4

ices are furnished for not more than a period 5

of 30 days (whether or not consecutive) during 6

such 12-month period. 7

‘‘(B) CLARIFICATION.—Payment made 8

under this paragraph for expenditures under a 9

State plan amendment under this subsection 10

with respect to services described in paragraph 11

(1) furnished to an eligible individual with a 12

targeted SUD shall not affect payment that 13

would otherwise be made under section 1903(a) 14

for expenditures under the State plan (or waiv-15

er of such plan) for medical assistance for such 16

individual. 17

‘‘(3) INFORMATION REQUIRED IN STATE PLAN 18

AMENDMENT.— 19

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—A State electing to 20

provide medical assistance pursuant to this sub-21

section shall include with the submission of the 22

State plan amendment under paragraph (1) to 23

the Secretary— 24
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‘‘(i) a plan on how the State will im-1

prove access to outpatient care during the 2

period of the State plan amendment, in-3

cluding a description of— 4

‘‘(I) the process by which eligible 5

individuals with targeted SUDs will 6

make the transition from receiving in-7

patient services in an institution for 8

mental diseases to appropriate out-9

patient care; and 10

‘‘(II) the process the State will 11

undertake to ensure eligible individ-12

uals with targeted SUDs are provided 13

care in the most integrated setting ap-14

propriate to the needs of the individ-15

uals; and 16

‘‘(ii) a description of how the State 17

plan amendment ensures an appropriate 18

clinical screening of eligible individuals 19

with targeted SUDs, including assessments 20

to determine level of care and length of 21

stay recommendations based upon the 22

multidimensional assessment criteria of the 23

American Society of Addiction Medicine 24

‘‘(D) OTHER MEDICALLY NECESSARY 4

SERVICES.—The term ‘other medically nec-5

18

‘‘(ii) COCAINE USE DISORDER.—The 19

term ‘cocaine use disorder’ means a dis-20

order that meets the criteria of the Diag-21

nostic and Statistical Manual of Mental 22

Disorders, 4th Edition (or a successor edi-23

tion), for either dependence or abuse for 24
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cocaine, including cocaine base (commonly 1

referred to as ‘crack cocaine’). 2

‘‘(iii) OPIOID USE DISORDER.—The 3

term ‘opioid use disorder’ means a disorder 4

that meets the criteria of the Diagnostic 5

and Statistical Manual of Mental Dis-6

orders, 4th Edition (or a successor edi-7

tion), for heroin use disorder or pain re-8

liever use disorder (including with respect 9

to opioid prescription pain relievers).’’. 10

SEC. 11003. PROMOTING VALUE IN MEDICAID MANAGED 11

CARE. 12

Section 1903(m) of the Social Security Act (42 13

U.S.C. 1396b(m)) is amended by adding at the end the 14

following new paragraph: 15

‘‘(7)(A) With respect to expenditures described in 16

subparagraph (B) that are incurred by a State for any 17

fiscal year after fiscal year 2020 (and before fiscal year 18

2024), in determining the pro rata share to which the 19

United States is equitably entitled under subsection 20

(d)(3), the Secretary shall substitute the Federal medical 21

assistance percentage that applies for such fiscal year to 22

the State under section 1905(b) (without regard to any 23

adjustments to such percentage applicable under such sec-24
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tion or any other provision of law) for the percentage that 1

applies to such expenditures under section 1905(y). 2

‘‘(B) Expenditures described in this subparagraph, 3

with respect to a fiscal year to which subparagraph (A) 4

applies, are expenditures incurred by a State for payment 5

for medical assistance provided to individuals described in 6

subclause (VIII) of section 1902(a)(10)(A)(i) by a man-7

aged care entity, or other specified entity (as defined in 8

subparagraph (D)(iii)), that are treated as remittances be-9

cause the State— 10

‘‘(i) has satisfied the requirement of section 11

438.8 of title 42, Code of Federal Regulations (or 12

any successor regulation), by electing— 13

‘‘(I) in the case of a State described in 14

subparagraph (C), to apply a minimum medical 15

loss ratio (as defined in subparagraph (D)(ii)) 16

that is at least 85 percent but not greater than 17

the minimum medical loss ratio (as so defined) 18

that such State applied as of May 31, 2018; or 19

‘‘(II) in the case of a State not described 20

in subparagraph (C), to apply a minimum med-21

ical loss ratio that is equal to 85 percent; and 22

‘‘(ii) recovered all or a portion of the expendi-23

tures as a result of the entity’s failure to meet such 24

ratio. 25
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‘‘(C) For purposes of subparagraph (B), a State de-1

scribed in this subparagraph is a State that as of May 2

31, 2018, applied a minimum medical loss ratio (as cal-3

culated under subsection (d) of section 438.8 of title 42, 4

Code of Federal Regulations (as in effect on June 1, 5

2018)) for payment for services provided by entities de-6

scribed in such subparagraph under the State plan under 7

this title (or a waiver of the plan) that is equal to or great-8

er than 85 percent. 9

‘‘(D) For purposes of this paragraph: 10

‘‘(i) The term ‘managed care entity’ means a 11

medicaid managed care organization described in 12

section 1932(a)(1)(B)(i). 13

‘‘(ii) The term ‘minimum medical loss ratio’ 14

means, with respect to a State, a minimum medical 15

loss ratio (as calculated under subsection (d) of sec-16

tion 438.8 of title 42, Code of Federal Regulations 17

(as in effect on June 1, 2018)) for payment for serv-18

ices provided by entities described in subparagraph 19

(B) under the State plan under this title (or a waiv-20

er of the plan). 21

‘‘(iii) The term ‘other specified entity’ means— 22

‘‘(I) a prepaid inpatient health plan, as de-23

fined in section 438.2 of title 42, Code of Fed-24
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eral Regulations (or any successor regulation); 1

and 2

‘‘(II) a prepaid ambulatory health plan, as 3

defined in such section (or any successor regu-4

lation).’’. 5
